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Attendance/participation

PSY 2012- General Psychology  (3 credit hours)


Fall, 2015  (M, W:  Bldg 11-333)





Course Description:


A life-oriented course in psychology, designed to give the student a factual foundation in the techniques and vocabulary of psychology and a general understanding of human behavior.  This course surveys the research and application of psychology in the areas of learning, intelligence, motivation, emotion, personality, behavior disorders, mental health, and therapy.





Required Text:  


Coon/Mitterer:  Introduction to Psychology : Gateways to Mind and Behavior with Concept Maps and Reviews, 13th Edition PLUS:  Aplia 1-Semester Instant Access for Coon's Introduction to Psychology: Gateways to Mind and Behavior with Concept Maps and Reviews, 13th Edition.  (The book and Aplia code are bundled at the bookstore and the price is the lowest offered for this bundle.)  (you are not required to bring textbook to each class session and will be notified in advance when textbook will be needed for in-class assignments)


If you decide to purchase your textbook elsewhere, you will need to purchase the Aplia code by the 3rd week of classes.  There is a 3 week free trial of Aplia so that you can get started on assignments immediately but you will need to purchase the code after that time. Evaluation Process


Exams:


Exams include 4 short answer and 50 multiple choice questions.  They will include information from the  textbook chapters and any class discussion material.  You are expected to take exams at the specified time. It is important to be on time for the exam because you will not be given extra time to complete the exam.  You may arrange to take an exam early but if you miss the exam on the scheduled date you will have until the next day to take the exam in the Testing Center**** (it is your responsibility to contact the professor to arrange to take the exam).  The option to take the exam by the next day will only apply to one exam.  


If you are unable to take the exam within 1 day you will have to drop that exam and take a cumulative final exam that will provide a grade for the missed exam and the final exam.  You are expected to have 4 exam grades to factor into final grade.   You will have the 3 highest exam scores averaged to replace your lowest exam grade. 


*****In order to take a make-up exam, you will need your Valencia Student ID which can be obtained in West Campus Student Development Office 3-147.


Exemption from Final Exam:  . If you have not missed an exam, have a C average or above in the class, have not exceeded the allowed absences (see attendance section below), and pass a quiz on the last day of class; you may have the option of not taking the final exam.  If a student chooses the option of exemption from the final examination, their average for examinations will be used for the final exam grade.  Unless you have been approved for exemption, you must take the final exam or risk receiving the automatic F grade that is required for those persons who do not show up for the final exam.  


Life Experience Paper:


 Throughout the semester we will be discussing a variety of topics related to the human experience.  You will undoubtedly be able to relate to many of these topics based on your own personal experiences or those of your friends or family members.  You will be expected to apply the concepts and theories from this course to those situations or experiences through the creation of a Life Experience Paper.  You may choose to focus on one topic or situation or you may address several concepts.  You will be given a series of dates to turn in pieces of the paper such as the general topic, outline, and draft.  All portions of the assignment must be typed and double-spaced.  These portions will count toward the overall paper and will be returned to you for revision before the final paper is handed in.  You will be expected to turn in a 6 page double-spaced, typed paper that illustrates your understanding of psychological concepts.  Your paper will be graded on effort and the accurate application of psychological concepts.  (See the Life Experience Paper handout for more details.) 





Article Critique:  


 The article critique assignment will involve students locating and evaluation an original research study article from a psychology journal.  Specific criteria will be located in the assignment handout provided later in the semester.
