Catalog Description:

This course is an integrated study of the history, culture, art, literature, and music of Latin America. The course focuses on how modern Latin American cultures are the product of a historic biological and cultural interchange between Europe, Africa, and the Americas. Topics include pre-Columbian civilizations, the Encounter and its aftermath, independence and neo-colonialism, and modernist art, literature, and cinema. 

This is a Gordon Rule course in which the student is required to demonstrate college level writing skills through multiple writing assignments. A minimum grade of C is required in order to satisfy Gordon Rule requirement.

Purpose of Studying Latin American Humanities:
In this course we will look at the history of Latin America from pre-Columbian times to the present and examine how the arts reflected those events and cultural movements. Latin American Humanities also examines the culture, politics, history, geography and experiences of the people in Latin America, as well as the Latinos or Hispanics in the United States.
By studying the Humanities, students will understand the world around them by examining the historical and cultural movements of another region of the world and one that is close to home. To do this we need to build an understanding that reaches from the surface of the facts and information surrounding our subjects to the core of the Humanities, the deeper meanings of each of the works/facts we study. 

Each of these works consists of several levels of meaning surrounding a universal core of important questions and answers about the nature and value of human endeavor.

In no other area of the curriculum do students encounter as many important questions with as great a variety of answers as they do in a Humanities courses, yet few students have a full understanding of the value of what they are studying. 
There are additional reasons for studying the Humanities. Students learn important critical thinking skills by examining the content of illogical, logical, and philosophical argument. They learn how to interpret difficult textual material. They expand their cultural horizons by seeing their world through different viewpoints. By understanding the nature of humankind, we understand ourselves.
Valencia College Core Competencies

The faculty of Valencia College has identified four core competencies that define the learning outcomes for a successful Valencia graduate. ***GUIDELINES FOR CLASS DISCUSSION***

 NOTE: There are varying comfort levels with speaking extemporaneously in a group. For this reason, I ask that if you have little problem with speaking that you make an effort to self-monitor (e.g., occasionally yielding the floor to those who may be slower with a response). If you are reluctant to speak in class, please challenge yourself to offer oral commentaries. Your insights and questions are vital to our collective success. Each class member is responsible for the success or failure of the discussion. 

The following guidelines will be followed in class discussion: 

· You must bring your book to class, as well as something to write with and on. 

· You must come on time and come prepared. 

· You must discuss carefully and be prepared to listen as well as to talk.  

· Discussion will be grounded in readings and videos, and will remain focused. 

· Respect for the opinions of other class members forms the basis of class discussion. 

· If, for some reason, you have come to class unprepared, identify yourself as such and limit yourself to listening to the discussion. 

Use the following guidelines for class preparation: 

· Mark your books when reading to note passages of interest or curiosity or confusion. 

· Make a list of questions about the reading, noting relevant page numbers. 

· Come to class prepared to discuss the reading and videos in detail, focusing on specific passages from the texts. 

***Expectations of the Instructor*** 
1.  You should plan to attend class. You will find it impossible to pass exams if you habitually miss 
     classes. Much of the material of this course will be offered in lecture manner and you will be  

     responsible for understanding the content of these (and all) lectures. If there is an emergency that              

     forces you to miss class, please let me know and plan to meet with me. Also, contact your class partner   

     immediately to find out what went on that day.  
2.  Plan to spend up to three hours of preparation for each hour of time spent in class, especially, when      

    you are doing your reading and writing assignments. If you feel that this assumption is unfair, it would    

    be in your own interest not to take this course. HUM 2454 is 3 credits; 3 credits x 3 hours/credit = 9   

    hours per week in class preparation. 
3.  My door is open. I invite you to see me at any point in the term to discuss your progress in the course  

     or any anxieties you may be feeling about the work. If you are getting behind in the course, feel as 
     though you are not understanding something, or are having an unspecified problem, please come and       

     talk with me without delay. I am here to facilitate your learning. 
4.  My door is also open to discuss your enthusiasms and interests. I am glad to help you deepen your 
    research and to guide you in following your interests. 
5.  I expect that this course will be a journey of discovery that we take together. We are here to learn from  

     each other and will do so with respect and mutual regard.   
***Academic Dishonesty***
All forms of academic dishonesty are prohibited at Valencia College.  Academic dishonesty includes, but is not limited to, plagiarism, cheating, furnishing false information, forgery, alteration or misuse of documents, misconduct during a testing situation, and misuse of identification with intent to defraud or deceive.  Students shall take special notice that the assignment of course grades is the responsibility of the student's individual professor. When the professor has reason to believe that an act of academic dishonesty has occurred, and before sanctions are imposed, the student shall be given informal notice and an opportunity to be heard by the professor. Any student determined by the professor to have been guilty of engaging in an act of academic dishonesty shall be subject to a range of academic penalties as determined by the professor. These penalties may include, but not be limited to, one or more of the following: 

· expulsion of Valencia College due to academy dishonesty 
·  or a grade of "F" in the course 

Using someone else’s words or ideas without giving them credit is plagiarism, a very serious Honor Code offense. It is very important to understand how to prevent committing plagiarism when using material from a source. If you wish to quote verbatim, you must use the exact words and punctuation just as the passage appears in the original and must use quotation marks and page numbers in your citation. If you want to paraphrase or summarize ideas from a source, you must put the ideas into your own words, d you must cite the source, and indicate the page number using the MLA format. The exception to this rule is information termed general knowledge—information that is widely known and stated in a number of sources. Determining what general knowledge is can be complicated, so the wise course is, “When in doubt, cite.”   

Be especially careful when using the Internet for research. Not all Internet sources are equally reliable; some are just plain wrong. Also, since you can download text, it becomes very easy to inadvertently plagiarize. If you use an Internet source, you must provide a copy, including the last date that you successfully accessed the site.  

No grade is important enough to justify cheating, for which there are serious consequences that will follow you for the rest of your life. If you feel unusual pressure about your grade in this or any other course, please talk to me or to a member of the Counseling Center staff.
However, if this happen, at the option of the professor, the appropriate administrator of the campus may be furnished with written notification of the occurrence and the action taken. If such written notice is given, a copy shall be provided to the student.  Students guilty of engaging in a gross or flagrant act of academic dishonesty or repeated instances of academic dishonesty shall also be subject to administrative and/or disciplinary penalties that may include warning, probation, suspension, and/or expulsion from the college.
Plagiarism

· All work submitted for credit in any class must be the product of the individual student's own original thoughts supported and informed by appropriately documented and credited sources.

· Plagiarism is the use of someone else's words, ideas, pictures, design, and/or intellectual property without the correct documentation and punctuation.

· Plagiarism takes many forms: for example, turning in the same essay for two different courses is considered self-plagiarism. You may legitimately wonder how anyone would ever know; this is one of the purposes of the SafeAssign plagiarism scan.

Plagiarism is morally indefensible. Any assignment showing signs of plagiarism, either the:

1. Deliberate cut-and-paste of online or print sources

2. Recycling of essays from previous classes

3. Essays written on behalf of the student by family members or friends, or third parties, such as professional essay writing services

4. The result of inattention and incompetence

5. Paraphrasing large sections based on the ideas of another source...even if you put it into your own words will be graded zero and you will get an F in the course.
Here is a good rule: It is better to be safe than sorry in academic writing. Always cite your sources. A person's ideas are their intellectual property. You would not go into another student's backpack and steal their property. Plagiarism is stealing the ideas of another person and passing them off as your own without giving them credit. This includes paraphrasing or summarizing, as well as cut and paste.

Cutting and pasting large sections of text, even when you cite your sources, does not represent college level, original writing. If you have to look something up for your paper, cite your sources in text, and in your works cited page. Even if you summarize, give the author of the ideas credit.
Bottom line: PLAGARISM WILL NO BE TOLERATED. If you do so you will get an F in the course and you can be dismiss from this institution.

***Withdraw Policy***
Per Valencia Policy 4-07 (Academic Progress, Course Attendance and Grades, and Withdrawals), a student who withdraws from class before the established deadline for a particular term will receive a grade of “W”.  

A student may withdraw at any time during the term in Atlas. The New Withdrawal Policy has been implemented. Here’s what you need to know about the new Withdrawal Policy:

•         Students may withdraw themselves for a W up until the withdrawal deadline March 30, 2018
•         After the withdrawal deadline each semester, students can no longer withdraw themselves.

•         WP and WF have been deleted from Withdrawal procedures.

•         Before the withdrawal deadline, both a student and faculty may withdraw the student.

•         After the withdrawal deadline, a student cannot withdraw him-/herself.

Excessive absences/ Lateness of fifteen minutes or early departure will count as a miss hour. A professor can withdraw you from a course for excessive absences without your permission. (2002-03 College Catalog p.62) Do not leave early without informing me. This is disruptive and rude.

Student behavior or speech that disrupts the instructional setting or is clearly disrespectful of the instructor or fellow students will not be tolerated. Disruptive conduct may include but is not limited: 

. Rude or disrespectful behavior; 

. Unwarranted interruptions; 

. Failure to adhere to instructor’s directions; 
. Vulgar or obscene language, slurs, or other forms of intimidation; 

. Physically or verbally abusive behavior. 

Student’s behavior that is inappropriate will result in disenrollment from the course.

If a student knowing he/she is not passing the course but fail to withdraw by March 31, 2017 but decides to stop coming to class should know the professor will not withdraw him/her from the course and the grade of F will be assigned.
If you need to contact me please send me an email. Messages should consist of your name, your class and class time, and a brief message. Questions such as “What did we cover in class?” will not result in a response. Emails with specific questions will be answered as soon as possible, usually within 24 hours (during week days). Students who need more than a brief response should arrange a meeting with me. 

Wandering in and out of the classroom without prior permission is unacceptable and you could lose participation points for doing so. Doing such things will affect your grade. Also, improper conduct like interrupting too much, talking with peers, been disrespectful to professor and peers are ground for dismissed the student from the course. Joking and having small conversations while the professor or peers are talking are considered disruptive behavior and it will not be tolerated.
Financial Aid Statement:

Students on financial aid should consult an advisor or counselor before withdrawing from a course; there may be financial implications to the student which he or she must know about to make an informed decision before withdrawing from a course. Attendance, active participation, preparation 10%
This components takes into account a number of variable including but not limits to: frequency of participation, cooperation in group or pair work, respect and attitude towards the class and peers, and attendance. 

Remember that attendance is necessary and that you will be evaluated on your performance. Class attendance means being in class on time regularly. If you are absent it is your responsibility to find out what you missed. More than one unexcused absence and/or three instances of tardiness will lower your participation in one full grade. An excused absence is an absence due to documented medical problems or family or personal emergencies; you must email or see your professor as quickly as possible in these cases, or have someone to do so in your behalf. If you leave the class before the class is over without prior authorization from the professor I will mark you absent.  
If you do not attend during the first week of class I will mark you as a “No-Show” and withdraw you from the class. 
Homework/Quizzes/Essays (10% total)

It is your responsibility to do all your homework assignment and essays by following the structures discussed in class. No late homework will be accepted!

All your papers must be submitted in blackboard by SAFEASSIGN before the class schedule. You also need to turn in a hard copy of your homework in class. 

If you know that you will not be able to attend class, NOT recommended, you need to send it BEFORE your class schedule. 

Remember, if you are absent, you are responsible to take notes from your peers of everything that I covered in class. Do NOT send me an email asking me to tell you what do we discussed in class because I will NOT answer you back.

Your will have several quizzes, both announced and unannounced. If you are absent you WILL NOT be able to retake the quiz and you WILL NOT receive credit for it. Also if you do not turn your work on time the same rule apply. 
LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!

Exams (45% total)

In total, there will be three regular exams. If you are absent for any reason, you will need to submit documentary evidence to be able to take the test. You will have three days to retake it outside of your regular class schedule. 

Proposal, Research and Final Power Point Presentation (35% total)

1.  Proposal: The purpose writing a paper proposal is to give your professor an opportunity to      

    provide feedback on your topic, argument, and research goals. Perhaps most importantly, a       

    paper proposal requires you to narrow your topic and begin formulating the argument you will 

                make. Paper proposals help students by possibly redirecting you away from a potentially   

unworkable topic and toward one that is answerable in a quarter’s worth of research. The point is to avoid the problem of finding out too late that your topic/research question is not going to work. However, to make the exercise meaningful, you need to do real research before you write your proposal.

2. Research: After the proposal is approved the student will write a research paper and at the end of the semester will deliver a written work of at least eight pages but not more than ten. This number of pages do not include the references or the cover page. The written work must strictly follow the normal guidelines of MLA style in its most recent edition. More instructions will be given during the course. 
3. Power Point Presentation. At the end of the semester the student will do an oral presentation with the help of a power point as a visual aid. The presentation will be a summary of the research paper previously discuss in point number 2. 
Please notice the percentage value of your research paper. Also in order for you to write your research paper your PROPOSAL MUST be approved and graded (See deadline date for Proposal). In case that you decide not to write a proposal (not recommendable) you will have a 0 and will not be allow to write the research paper or do the final presentation.

Academic Dishonesty

Policy Statement:
A. All forms of academic dishonesty are prohibited at Valencia College. Academic dishonesty includes, but is not limited to, acts or attempted acts of plagiarism, cheating, furnishing false information, forgery, alteration or misuse of documents, misconduct during a testing situation, facilitating academic dishonesty, and misuse of identification with intent to defraud or deceive. 

B. All work submitted by students is expected to be the result of the students' individual thoughts, research, and self-expression.  Whenever a student uses ideas, wording, or organization from another source, the source shall be appropriately acknowledged. 

C. Students shall take special notice that the assignment of course grades is the responsibility of the students' individual professor.

 Procedure Effective Date: 12/11/2007 Procedure Statement:
Anyone observing an act of academic dishonesty may refer the matter to the professor, as an academic violation, and/or to the Dean of Students or designee, as a violation of the Student Code of Conduct (6Hx28:8-03).  When the professor has reason to believe that an act of academic dishonesty has occurred, the professor may proceed in one of three ways:

A. The professor may choose to consider the act of academic dishonesty to be an academic offense, and using his/her academic judgment may assign an academic sanction to the responsible student, following a discussion of the matter with the student and any other appropriate persons. Academic penalties may include, without limitation, one or more of the following: loss of credit for an assignment, examination, or project; withdrawal from course; a reduction in the course grade; or a grade of "F" in the course. If the student disagrees with the decision of the professor, the student may seek a review of the decision subject to and in accordance with Policy 6Hx28:8-10, Student Academic Dispute and Administrative Complaint Resolution. 

B. The professor may choose to consider the act of academic dishonesty to be a violation of the Valencia Student Code of Conduct, and may refer the matter for resolution in accordance with Policy 6Hx28:8-03. Disciplinary penalties for academic dishonest may include, without limitation, warning, probation, suspension and/or expulsion from the College. Any appeal of disciplinary sanctions will occur subject to and in accordance with Policy 6Hx28:8-03. 

C. The professor may choose to consider the act of academic dishonesty as warranting both an academic and disciplinary sanction. In this case, a professor should refer the matter for resolution in accordance with Policy 6Hx28:8-03, Student Code of Conduct, and when appropriate, should withhold any academic sanctions until such time as the disciplinary process is concluded and the student has been found responsible for violating college policy. If the student is found responsible for violating the Student Code of Conduct, the professor may then assign academic sanction in addition to any assigned disciplinary sanction. Any appeal of disciplinary sanctions will occur subject to and in accordance with Policy 6Hx28:8-03, and any review of academic sanctions will occur subject to and in accordance with Policy 6Hx28:8-10. 
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
