1) Choose an article from a major newspaper or magazine (e.g. Orlando Sentinel, New York Times, USA Today, Newsweek, or Time).  The article must be at least 250 words long.  If you find an article on the Internet, print the article before you begin.  (You may want to copy and paste the article into a Word document before printing to save paper).

2) Read the article actively!

a) Underline important content, vocabulary, and grammatical structures (e.g. suffixes and prefixes).


b) Draw boxes around important names and places.


c) Draw circles around important numbers, statistics and dates.


d) In the margins, use symbols and write ideas to highlight important material.
3) Write or type a summary of the article.  If you are typing your report, do not copy and paste content from the article.  Each summary must be 150 words or more, double spaced.  Pay attention to both content and grammar.
