Course Description:  CALCULUS FOR BUSINESS AND SOCIAL SCIENCE Prerequisite: Minimum grade of C in MAC 1105 or appropriate score on an approved assessment. Introduction to calculus with applications to business and social science. Topics include differentiation and integration of algebraic, exponential and logarithmic functions, rates of change, curve sketching, and applications of the derivative and integration. Gordon Rule course. Minimum grade of C required if MAC 2233 is used to satisfy Gordon Rule and general education requirements.

Homework:  Homework will be the responsibility of the student.  There is no assigned homework.  The student shall be expected to do as much homework, using the odd numbered problems and answers in the book, as necessary to develop a confidence that they have grasped the material covered in class.  It is expected that the student will ask questions at each the start of each class to clear up any issues that may from them doing homework.

Tests: There will be 4 in-class tests.  There will be no makeup exams given without official documentation like a doctor’s note, court summons, etc.  Contact with instructor to schedule a make-up exam must be made by the scheduled exam day.  

Final Exam:  There will be a comprehensive final exam given during final exam week.  The Final Exam must be taken at the time it is scheduled.  There is no make-up Final Exam.

The Final Exam score may be substituted for one and only one in-class test, replacing either a low score or a missed test.

Disclaimer: Changes in the evaluation procedure may be made at the discretion of the instructor.
