Course Description: Survey of early United States history, emphasizing political, social, and economic developments.  Examines such topics as colonization, slavery, American Revolution, 
USA Constitution, War of 1812, emancipation movement, Civil War and Reconstruction.

Objectives:  

1. Students will be able to recall the principal persons, places, and events from the chronological framework of this course.

2. Students will be able to synthesize the thematic historical influences that shaped the early history of the United States.

3. Students will be able to explain the impact of the individual, regardless of societal rank, as participants in the making of history.
4. Students will be able to assess the role that diversity plays in the shaping of the early history of the United States. 
5. Students will be able to detect the lessons, patterns or characteristics from historical events to better understand present day happenings.    
6. Students will be able to interpret historical events by using appropriate historical methods.

As a professor, I will strive to:

· Help you understand critical skills to success in life (and in academics), how to Live Well
· Create a “learning-centered institution” mindset that challenges all students to pursue a lifetime of learning, searching and understanding.
· Help students develop into critical thinking citizens able to analyze data, value other opinions, use common sense in decision-making, and draw well-supported conclusions.

· Prepare students to comprehend the political development of the American nation, understand and appreciate the diversity of a national citizenry and explore the relationship between the United States and other nations.

Introduction to the Course
There are two ways to describe the design of my courses, and both are equally valid. On the one hand, this course is a mix of lecture, dvd and student-to-student interactions based around a chronological journey of the topic history.  The student is responsible for engaging in critical thinking skills relative to history while interpreting and synthesizing information from a variety of self-selected sources. Students will create meaningful artifacts as evidence to their learning while also undertaking summative assessments designed to test knowledge acquisition and critical analysis of material covered. 
 
On the other hand, my courses are like massively multiplayer role-playing game (MMORPGs) in which students investigate the realm of American History by understanding different “character types” (i.e., different approaches and perspectives of historical inquiry).  To win the game (i.e., to pass), players work to complete a series of quests (i.e., graded work), sometimes alone and others times working with a team.  The ultimate goal is to survive “the Realm” (i.e., “the course”), learning all you can about the history of our country.

Grade Determination:  As in many games, you will be GAINING points as you successfully complete the course.  In other words, as with all other games (and really every other class if the professor was honest), you are starting with ZERO points, but as you the semester rolls along, you will gain points.  You see the grade as a series of percentages of the overall course.

Classroom participation: This is a principle aspect of a class being “learner-centered.”  Your preparation PRIOR TO CLASS is critical for every class.  This prep time quest is “first exposure” learning, where you are initially engaged with the material.   We accomplish this through two online tools found on Blackboard: the Learning Curve Experience and the Day Two Activities.  The Learning Curve Experience is a game you play that helps you understand a specific chapter.  The Day Two Activities are various game activities that connect to each week’s topic.  For this, you will choose three activities to complete from multiple options.

For best preparation over the week, I recommend use of the Valencia Library Data base that you access through atlas Library link.  The following list of databases has the best options for our class.

Attendance:  The College and this instructor expect all students to attend all class meetings.  For this class, I will keep up with attendance every day.  If you arrive to class after attendance has been taken, it is your responsibility to see me immediately after class to advise me of your presence.  Arriving late and leaving early may jeopardize your success in this course.  All class absences are considered unexcused with the exception of jury duty and military duty.  Proper documentation must be presented upon returning to class in these cases.  There is a 10% grade penalty for more than three (3) unexcused class absences per semester.   After five (5) unexcused days, you will be withdrawn from the course.     
In-Class Written Paragraphs: At random times during the semester, I will provide you an assignment prompt over material that we covered that day.  You will provide a written response in class; you will be allowed to use your notes, but not the book or any websites.  This is a formative assessment that fosters attendance, good note taking and command of the information given that day.  There are NO MAKE-UPS for missed in-class paragraphs.

Students teaching Students Video (10/23):  Students will choose a topic from a list I provide and create a short (3-5 minutes) teaching video that we will post on Youtube to be used for other students to learn a topic.  The videos will be shown in Blackboard, and possibly used in future classes.  See blackboard for specifics of this assignment.   
Native American Removal Assignment (10/31):  Students will investigate this decision of President Andrew Jackson during the 1830s, and present your findings in an Annotated Bibliography.  See Blackboard for the specifics of this assignment.  There are NO LATE papers accepted.
Unit Assessments:  These exams will have you produce writings investigating some aspect from the previous unit, often with major essays.  I will give you all of the essay options prior to the exam to aid your preparation, but I will select the essays on the day of the final.  
Make-up work: Late work may be accepted depending on individual circumstances.  Merely “forgetting” to do the work will NOT be accepted.  Consult with the professor for guidance.

	Because of the variety of sources, ease of publication, lack of central control and proliferation of commercial information on the free Internet, it is often hard to tell if the information is reliable.  Many sites contain research and information of high quality.  However, unlike traditional print publications or library-based electronic resources, there is usually no process of peer review, nor is there an editor verifying the accuracy of information presented on the Internet.  There are an increasing number of sites containing information that may be incomplete, anonymously written, out-of-date, biased, fraudulent, or whose content may not be factual. Students should, therefore, use caution in use of the free Internet for their research needs.  For academic topics that are addressed in scholarly literature, use of electronic databases or visiting the library may better meet your needs.  However, each professor makes the final determination of what is or is not accepted as a valid source so review the syllabus for specific guidelines from your professor.
