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COURSE: 201830 Juvenile Justice Systems CJJ-2001-32893 - Summer 2018- (3 Credit Hours)
This course will help students understand the phenomenon of juvenile delinquency in the context of real communities and social policies.  Integrating the many social factors that shape juvenile delinquency and its control (including race, ethnicity, socioeconomic class, gender, and sexuality).  Offering a thorough mix of traditional and cutting-edge theories, research, and practices, this course will also help students answer many of the difficult questions on juvenile delinquency that they will face in their careers and lives.  Prerequisite(s): None

Additional Grade Adjustments: Depending on overall class performance during the course, the final grade computations may be slightly adjusted along a curve designed to help each student achieve the highest grade possible based on their performance. CLASS ASSIGNMENT DETAILS:
Syllabus Quiz:  During the first week of the course, you will be given a syllabus quiz. THIS IS A REQUIRED ASSIGNMENT TO MEET THE ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENT FOR THE FIRST WEEK AND AVOID BEING CLASSIFIED AS A NO-SHOW! As is stated, this quiz will be based on the content of the syllabus. The quiz is worth 20 course points and will consist of ten Multiple Choice and/or True-False questions.

Blackboard Online Requirement:  This is an on-line class that is completely taught and presented via Blackboard. There are no face-to-face class meetings in the course. Students are required to check Blackboard regularly for class assignments, announcements, on-line discussions, and other related class information and communications. To be successful, students must meet Blackboard assignment deadlines. Student grades will be posted in the Grade Center on Blackboard.
Discussion Questions: During the term, you will have 10 Discussion Questions which comprise a significant portion of your Final Grade. Each is worth 10 points. To earn the full 10 points, you must post an original response to each question AND responsive comments to 3 of your class peers’ original posts. Discussion posts should be approximately 250 words per question, written clearly, in full sentences, and lists citations from the text as evidence of adhering to the assigned reading.  Please adhere to the dates listed regarding discussion posts.  Late discussion posts WILL be accepted at my discretion, but the highest grade you can get for a LATE discussion post is 7/10.  My rubric for grading discussion posts is posted on-line.  Please remember to CHECK your posts against this rubric prior to submitting.
Research Papers: During the term, students are required to write a research paper. The research paper must be at least 5 pages in length, double spaced, in Times Roman and 12 point font.  In addition to the 5 pages of work, the paper should include a cover page and reference pages.  Papers must have at least 3 separate references from which quotations and information is obtained.  Please read the “Wiki” disclaimer below. Papers will be graded on content, readability, accuracy, format, spelling, grammar, and references.  Sources are required to be properly cited in APA style.

Wiki Disclaimer:  Wikipedia is an online resource with open access.  Because information on the website can be modified by anyone and cannot always be proven accurate, all Wikipedia related information will be banned as being used as references.  

ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION GRADING POLICY:

Attendance (on-line participation) is critical to your success and will comprise (50 Points) of your final grade.  
· Students will earn 5 points for each week of FULL class participation. This is an on-line course and students must complete all of the weekly on-line assignments, quizzes, and exams for attendance credit and to earn the 5 Points for the specific week those various assignments are due. 
ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION GRADING POLICY; CONT’
· Failure to complete all of the weekly on-line assignments for a given week will result in the student receiving zero Attendance/Participation points for that week. This is a “No-Fault” attendance policy. Therefore, no points will be earned even in cases of documented illnesses, emergencies, etc. Documentation of absences will be considered for make-up work only.

Exams: In addition to the Syllabus Quiz, this course includes 1 Exam that will consist of Multiple-Choice and/or True/False questions.
WITHDRAWAL DEADLINE AND POLICY:

Per Valencia Policy 4-07 (Academic Progress, Course Attendance and Grades, and Withdrawals), a student who withdraws from class before the withdrawal deadline of April 18th at 11:59 P.M., will receive a grade of “W.”  A faculty member is permitted to withdraw a student from the class up to the beginning of the final exam period, for violation of the attendance policy, as published in the syllabus. A student is not permitted to withdraw from this class after the withdrawal deadline; if you remain in the class after the withdrawal deadline, you can only receive a grade of A, B, C, D, F or I.  An “I” grade will only be assigned under extraordinary circumstances that occur near the end of the semester.  If you receive an I, the work missed must be made up during the following semester, at which time you will get an A, B, C, D or F.  Failure to make up the work during the following semester will result in you getting a grade of F in the course.  Any student who withdraws from this class during a third or subsequent attempt in this course will be assigned a grade of “F.”  

NO-SHOW PROCEDURE: Any student who does not fully participate in and complete all on-line assignments that are due by the drop deadline, prior to the start of the no-show reporting period (June 12th – June 21st) will be considered a no-show. Failing to participate, while still enrolled, will count as an attempt in the class and students are liable for tuition.
