Portfolio Check
Decorate the front of the Portfolio binder with your name and CRN number so I know whose Portfolio I am grading.  Please follow page 3 in your Portfolio for my expectations of how you should set up your Portfolio for each time I check it during each of the test.  Remove the Portfolio Assessment and put it as the first page in your Portfolio.  Your Portfolio should be ready to be placed on my table as soon as you walk in the door; otherwise, stay outside the classroom until your folder is organized to be turned in.  If your Portfolio is not done correctly, I will not grade your Portfolio and the Portfolio check is an automatic zero.  Only math papers should be in the Portfolio.  If you need scratch papers for the exam, remove it prior to entering the class.
What I look for:

1. My most up to date Syllabus printed, three holed punched, signed as an agreement and put in the Portfolio behind the Portfolio Assessment sheet.  Please read and sign the syllabus on the last page after the Time Line for this class since it is 5 points.
2. Class notes guidelines are according to the guidelines given in your Portfolio, also fill out Chapter Reflections (for the first Portfolio check: Chapters 1 and 2 Reflection).  Chapter Reflections must be done for all chapters covered for each Portfolio check.
3. Homework is to be written out with work shown even for online problems.  For example, I gave you the answers to Worksheet 9.3 so I will grade you on work shown.
4. Activities assigned to be done according to the guidelines under Activity and in Pencil ONLY.  For the first one:  (a) Fun Logic, (b) Sieves of Erasthostene and Puzzle Won’t Cross Me Up, and so on.

5.  The Coursecompass gradebook will help you see your overall average score.
6.  Test Corrections for each test as required in the format given on the first page under “Test Corrections” in your Portfolio.

Important Rules

1) All work is to be done in pencil nicely labeled and clearly written.

2) Excessive absences above 3 required a conference and possible withdrawal from class.
3) Please respect your classmates by avoiding side conversations including giggling.
4) Lab answers are to be on the lab paperwork, no exception and in Pencil.
