As stated in the Syllabus, a lot of what you will be doing in this class is research.  As this is college, not primary or secondary school, not everything will be in the texts, or in multiple choice format.  For instance, given an essay, you may be given guidelines, but you also have to “figure out” what the professor wants.  This is what the professor wants YOU to find, know, understand, be exposed to.  Is it a scavenger hunt?  Yes.  But in the types of survey courses at Valencia, you will be looking for the most-agreed upon theories, the most famous information, the fundamentals that you should be aware of.  So, go forth and research.  That is the point:  Valencia Core Values and Bloom’s Taxonomy:
· Critical Thinking
· Application
Dashes and Zeroes
Before work is due, Canvas shows dashes.  Dashes do not affect your points/grades.  However, after the Due Date passes, Canvas turns the dashes to zeroes.  Zeroes DO affect your point/grades.  Please make sure that you stay aware of your dashes and zeroes.  Late submissions automatically have zeroes UNTIL I grade them; then, the grade overrides the zero.
If you have known all semester that you need an A or to pass, and do not turn anything in on time, or only do Quizzes and Exams but no Assignments or Discussions, I have no sympathy.  As an old business saying goes:  “Poor planning on your part does not necessitate an emergency on my part.” (RG)

Quizzes and Exams

Do Quizzes EARLY each week!  They can be done on a smartphone. They may help with assignments.

Exams are NOT weighted.  If you get 100 on the Mid-Term and the Final, but have not done Assignments, don’t plan on an A.  If you do only the exams and quizzes, do not plan on passing.
Quizzes and Exams, like Assignments, may require research, too.  Not all answers are in the texts.

Graded numerically:   # missed divided by total # of questions

· Quizzes will usually have between 5 – 10 questions, up to 25.  Some may be short answer; most will be multiple choice.

· Exams usually have 50 or more questions.  I use multiple choice and True/False questions for exams.  It is also open, not locked down, so you may use notes, the text, the internet, and each other.

· Both:  No time limit, and you can do multiple times, but you must do on time, during the scheduled open times.  I take the highest score.  They can be done on a smartphone, so no excuses—do them!
Therefore, if you blow a quiz or an exam, it is probably not my fault.  However, I will take serious discussions of questions or answers under consideration.  Exam-creating is an art, not a science.
You cannot pass this course by doing only quizzes and the 2 exams.  You must do the assignments, discussions, and replies.
· Discussions, like Quizzes and exams, are open only for restricted time periods; they have Deadlines
· Assignments, on the other hand, once open, remain open for submission UNTIL 2 weeks are up (unless in the last 2 weeks of the semester:  see Schedule for submission (on the Schedule—NOT the final day of class).  They have Due Dates, after which Late points are taken off.  This is repeated in the Syllabus.  When they close on the UNTIL dates, you can no longer do them.
# of Homework Submission Attempts:  ONE (1).  This means you need to be sure before you press submit.  E.G., do I have my sources?  Is it the right file?  Have I saved my file to .docx, .rtf., or .pdf?  Otherwise, you have to contact me to ask, unless I ask you to do so in Assignment Comments.  Do it right the first time, please.
You CANNOT resubmit after I have graded and given you the answers.  This is not your work—it’s mine.  If you try it once, I will remind you and not do anything to the grade.  Any further attempts will decrease the grade by -5 points.

ALSO see Academic Honesty issues in Modules.  If you turn in my feedback to another student who turned in early, this is also not YOUR work.
Rounding or Curving

I do NOT round up, or curve.
I will consider looking at points if you are close (such as 89.91.  Just realize that 89.91% is NOT less than 1 point.  Because it is a percent, it is more like 15 points, depending on the total points available for the course, which varies.

NO Incompletes unless you meet the college’s criteria.
