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I. COURSE DESCRIPTION:


A general exploration and survey of the ideas and art forms of the Post Renaissance and Baroque worlds, from the late19th century to the present.  Special attention will be given to the integrated elements of various cultures, including the elements of art, literature, music, philosophy, religion, government, and architecture. Each of the above cultural elements will be examined for evidence of primary themes, values, and ideas present in the selected societies.  Attention will also be given to the presence or potential application of historical value systems in the modern world.

Satisfactory completion of ENC 1101 (Freshman Composition I).
III.  OBJECTIVES:

1. To know Seven major artistic periods from the 20TH century to the present with their 



social and historical context


2. To recognize Seven major artistic styles from the 20TH century to the present


3. To develop methods of interpretation for seven artistic styles and their corresponding 


periods


4. To analyze the social and cultural influences on the evolution of the arts from the 20TH 
century to the present


5. To evaluate the influences of artists and the arts on society and 
culture in the modern era.

2. Each Paper is due no later than the date listed below and must include a works cited page with at least THREE source references.  Each paper should reflect the personal view of the student including comments, conjecture, and interpretation.  Personal points of view defensible through research are encouraged.  Grammar, spelling, and verbal clarity will be considered in the grade along with organization and content.

3. Procedure: 1) Choose the Art Topic 2) Identify the Artistic Period. 3) Choose a specific art piece or artist. 4) Identify the original audience [see Analysis Sheet]. 5) Use Analysis Sheet to select details of the art which appear significant. 6) Develop the possible meaning(s) of each detail for the audience. 7) Explore the value of the art: why was it important to the audience? Determine if the value changed over time and why.
