Teaching Style: Face-to-face class that utilizes Blackboard to access online announcements and assignments, assignments, and more. We will practice and improve upon our current level of English by actively participating in small group, paired work, individual writing, and research.

Prerequisites:

Corequisite: EAP 0460
Course Description/Objective:  Students develop the ability to write more sophisticated structured academic paragraphs in various rhetorical modes and execute other academic writing tasks.  

Competencies: 1) select and limit a topic and choose an appropriate pre-writing technique, 2) develop a topic sentence, 3) select and organize appropriate support, 4) write a first draft of the paragraph, 5) use cohesive devices, 6) edit the first draft of the paragraph, 7) produce a final one- paragraph essay, 8) recognize basic paragraph development from reading selections, 9) execute other academic writing tasks.  Required lab work is a homework component of this course.  In order to pass the course, students must earn a AC@ or above in course work and a passing score on both parts of the Comprehensive Departmental Final Exam. .  Credit does not apply to any associate degree.
Other Objectives:   In addition to specific EAP objectives, the course will reinforce the following competencies wholly or partially.
Valencia Competencies:   Valencia has defined four interrelated competencies that prepare students to succeed in the world community: (1)  think, (2) value, (3) act, and (4) communicate.  The college catalog outlines these competencies. The activities in this course will further develop your mastery of the four core competencies.
Classroom Policies

Attendance: You are expected to attend class on be on time. Any time you are not in class or more than 10 minutes late, you will be marked absent. If you are more than 5 minutes late, you will be marked tardy. If you are tardy two times, it will count as once absence.  You have four “free” absences. If you are absent for more than 4 class periods, you are subject to withdrawal and may have to take the course again.
If you are absent, you are responsible to find out what you missed in class. You must be prepared for the next class meeting. Check Blackboard and/or contact another student to find out what information or material was covered in class, to find out the homework for the next class, and to get any missed assignments or handouts. 

Participation: Your active participation in each class is necessary in order to learn and improve as much as possible.  This means you must pay attention, stay focused during class, group and individual activities, be polite and respectful of everyone, and be ready and able to share your ideas. You must not talk while others are talking or behave in a rude or distracting manner in the classroom. All cells phones must be turned to silent/off and put away during class. DO NOT keep your cell phone on your desk or in your lap. You may be asked to leave the class if you use your phone during class time. Any questions?… please ask.
Extra Credit Policy

“There will be NO CURVE for any test (lecture or practical).  The only extra point opportunities are solely based on two assessments during the semester, each one worth 5 extra points.  However, if you do not turn in the syllabus contract, you will not be given these extra points.  No exceptions or other accommodations will be given to earn extra points.” 

No-Show Policy:  Because of Valencia College’s Start Right policy, students must attend the first week of classes or be counted as a ‘No Show.’ A student cannot start class the second week. A student who does not attend the first two class meetings will be marked “No-Show” and will be officially withdrawn from the class during the No-Show Reporting. There will be no exceptions (unless due to emergency with official written documentation). If you are withdrawn as a “no show,” you will be financially responsible for the class and a ‘W’ will appear on your transcript for the course. In order to get a refund for the course, students must withdraw from the class in Atlas by the Drop/Refund Deadline on June 28th, at 11:59 pm. After that date, refunds will not be issued.

Homework: It is your responsibility to complete all required assignments. You must come to class with your assignments completed so that you are prepared to participate. All assignments must be completed by the beginning of class on the due date (or submitted online by the deadline). 

Late work can be submitted up to one week after the due date. 50% will be deducted from the grade for any work turned in late. No late work will be accepted more than one week after the assignment due date.
Quizzes and Tests: You must be in class on any quiz or test day. If you miss a quiz or test, you must contact the instructor to arrange a time to make-up the quiz or test before the next class meeting. If you do not contact the instructor before the next class meeting, you will not be allowed to make-up the quiz or test and will earn a zero. 

Required Lab:   Lab homework is required in all EAP courses. You will receive assignment details each week. 

Contacting the Professor: The best way to contact me is by email: dojeda@valenciacollege.edu. You must use your Valencia email to contact me. I will not respond to any emails sent from an address that is not a Valencia email address. In the subject line, put the course number and meeting days and times. I will respond to you by email during my next scheduled office hours. If I do not respond to you by email, that means I did not receive your email or you did not use your Valencia email. You should recheck my email address and send the message again.
