One is the “How Difficult Can It Be” video also known on the disability video.  This assignment requires a one page paper.  Five short videos are to be reviewed and posted.  At this time the five short videos are not required.
LIFE EXPERIENCE & END OF LIFE PREPARATION PAPER:  A paper on your life history and future is required.  You will also be conducting end of life research and writing about your findings.
CURRENT EVENTS:  Current events and opinionated reviews are required for every section.
