Course Description/Objective:  Students will develop the ability to use low-intermediate grammatical structures, verb tenses, and parts of speech appropriate to writing and speaking.  Credit does not apply toward any associate degree.  Minimum grade of “C” is required for successful completion.

Course Competencies:  Demonstrate knowledge of low-intermediate English grammar.

Other Objectives:  In addition to specific EAP objectives, the course will reinforce the following competencies wholly or partially.
Valencia Competencies:   Valencia has defined four interrelated competencies that prepare students to succeed in the world community: (1) think, (2) value, (3) act, and (4) communicate.  The college catalog outlines these competencies. The activities in this course will further develop your mastery of the four core competencies.

Classroom Policies:

This is a course in English, so it will be beneficial to participate and engage in the class in the language we are learning. Practice! Practice! Practice!

Attendance/Participation:  Active participation is expected and necessary for success in this course.  You are expected to attend all sessions.  Attendance will be taken every day at the beginning of class.  After three absences, you will receive an excessive absence form and will need to have a conference with the instructor.  After 5 absences, you may be withdrawn by the instructor with no additional notice.  Three tardies will count as one absence.

-  Be respectful of classmates and the instructor

-  No cell phones, iPhones, iPods, laptops or any other distractions.  A student may be asked to leave the class if they demonstrate disrespect for the class or impede the learning process.  Failure to follow these policies can result in removal from the class.

Late/Makeup Work:  All assignments must be completed and turned in on time.  Late work will not be accepted.
