Prerequisites: Satisfactory completion of all mandated courses in Reading, Mathematics, English, and English for Academic Purposes and minimum grade of C in: one year each of high school science laboratory courses in either Biology and Chemistry or in Anatomy and Physiology and Chemistry or BSC 1005 and BSC 1005L or BSC 1005C or BSC 1010C or MCB 2010C

Course Description: This course focuses on the tissues, structure and function of the integumentary, skeletal, muscular, endocrine, GI, respiratory, reproductive systems, nervous systems, and organs of special sense.  Lab exercises emphasize anatomic and physiologic principles associated with classroom work.
Course Competencies:  At the conclusion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Understand basic anatomy and physiology terms regarding body organization and application of these terms when describing locations of structures within the body and its systems

2. Identify different types of body cells and the basic structures associated with cells, including their functions within the cell

3. Understand the varying histology in the human body—tissue anatomy and physiology 

4. Understand the integumentary system (skin, associated structures and function)

5. Identify the bones of the human body and physiological principles which apply to bone development and remodeling

6. Identify the different types of joints in the human body and how they allow for various movements

7. Identify the different muscle groups throughout the body, how muscles contract physiologically, and how they facilitate movement at the various joints

8. Understand the anatomy and physiology of the brain and spinal cord (CNS) and how these structures integrate information from the outside world and receive information (PNS)

9. Understand the special senses (vision, general sensation, hearing, olfaction, and taste)

10. Identify the glands of the endocrine system, hormones released by these glands, and the function of these chemicals in homeostasis and overall body function

· The total will be calculated and rounded to the nearest whole number.  Grades will then be assigned according to the scale shown below.

Attendance Policy:  Classroom attendance and punctuality are vital to academic success.  
· Attendance will be taken each day at the beginning of class.  If a student is tardy to class and arrives after their name has been called, it is the student’s responsibility to see the instructor at the end of the class to be sure their attendance is noted.

· Students with perfect attendance will be given 20 bonus points on their final exam.  Students with 1 absence will be given 15 bonus points on the final exam, and students with 2 absences will be given 10 bonus points on the final.

· Students are expected to be on time to class.  Two tardies will count as one absence, and the bonus points described above will be adjusted accordingly.

· Points will be subtracted from late homework assignments and lab reports according to how late the assignment is turned in.   

· Make-up exams will only be administered as deemed necessary by the instructor.  This might include situations such as: a student illness verified by an M.D., death of an immediate family member, jury duty, military service, etc.  If possible, the student must contact the instructor prior to the date of the exam.  The instructor may require written verification of the emergency in order to issue a make-up exam.    
· There will be no make-up practicals.  The practical exams require an extensive setup and must be taken down immediately following the exam so that the classroom can be used by others.  Please refer to the class schedule and ensure that you will be able to attend class on these dates.  
· The final exam must be taken at the date and time published on the class schedule.  No makeup final exams will be administered.  

The instructor reserves the right to withdraw students who do not maintain regular attendance and fall behind in their work.  A student may withdraw at any time during the term in Atlas.  Students will receive a W if withdrawn before October 31, 2008.  After this date, if a student withdraws or is withdrawn by the professor for excessive absences or other reasons, the professor will assign a grade of WP (withdrawn passing) or WF (withdrawn failing), based upon the student’s academic achievement in the class as of the last day of attendance.  W and WP will not be counted in the grade point average.  WF will be calculated as an F in the grade point average.
Academic Dishonesty:  Any form of academic dishonesty, such as plagiarism or cheating will not be tolerated.  Cheating may include 1) copying of a classmate’s examination answers 2) providing answers to a classmate during an examination 3) having someone else take a student’s examination for them and 4) using unauthorized materials during an examination.  Programmable electronic devices, including calculators are not permitted during examinations.  Any students caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a score of zero for the assignment or exam, and may face further punishment.
Student Conduct:  All cell phones should be turned off during the class period.  Anyone found in violation of this policy may be asked to leave the class immediately.
