This fourth level Spanish course is provides a brief review of grammar, and presents higher level grammar concepts. However, it is no way a basic course in grammar. There are pre-requisites to take this class. Please speak to your Advisor, and consult the college course handbook for specific information .regarding the pre-requisites.

If you are struggling with concepts already presented in prior courses, it is expected that you will take responsibility to review thoroughly in advance of  each class. We will not take time away from other students to present material you have not mastered.

There are numerous Spanish tutorials on-line you may use ( StudySpanish.com,  for example)   In addition, Valencia has a marvelous Foreign Language Center which staffs Spanish tutors for your use. They provide walk-in service, as well as formal workshops of grammar review. There will be a schedule of workshops posted on our BLACKBOARD site as soon as it is available.( generally the second week of classes) The F.L. Lab Center is located in building 4, first floor, through the center double doors, and straight to the rear of the room( behind the Math Tutoring center). It is clearly labeled. This service is free, but HIGH QUALITY. I encourage you to access it. 

Our grades will be based on the following: homework reading, homework writing activities(brief), classroom discussions based on readings, classroom practice exercizes and formal compositions. In addition, instead of a Final Exam there will be a Final Project. The description appears later in this syllabus.

FINAL PROJECT: I will distribute a rubric to you  at mid-term  with specific deadlines and expectations. This is a summary of what you will be working toward: 

I will provide you with a list of International Spanish speaking students and staff . You will create original questions to conduct an interview in Spanish. You will submit questions to me in advance ( April 2-4)so that I can give you feedback. You will want to be sure that your questions reflect the topics and themes studied this semester. The chapter titles will be your guide. 

On April 16, 2013 you will submit a summary in Spanish of the interview. This should be in composition form; no doubt several paragraphs long.( 1-2 pages typed ,double spaced)
You will make arrangements to record this/film this interview. Please consider speaking to a librarian or someone in the film department in Building 1 about how to accomplish this.Make arrangements with your new “amigo”.

  You will turn in a DVD on April 18th.

On FINAL EXAM day the entire class will view the DVD. You will introduce your “amigo”and the DVD orally (2 minutes) in Spanish.
FINAL EXAM DAY: Mandatory attendance. No exceptions. We will watch the DVDs in the class using our SmartBoard technology. It will be a celebration of your completion of four semesters of Spanish!
