Course Description

Prepares students to plan and write grammatically correct paragraphs and short essays. Upon successful completion, students have met the writing requirement for entry into ENC 1101. ENC 0025 credit does not apply towards any associate degree. 

Course Objectives/ Core Competencies
ENC0025C is designed to provide students with the opportunity to develop the skills necessary to succeed in college-level writing courses.  Students are placed in the appropriate level of the college-prep English program based on their scores on the CPT or PERT or another approved assessment and on the basis of a diagnostic writing sample.  Students who successfully complete College Prep English I should be able to write grammatically correct sentences in unified paragraphs and must demonstrate sufficient competence with standard written English to qualify for ENC 1101.

The specific competencies that you will be expected to develop in this course are directly related to Valencia’s core competencies Valencia College Core Competencies. The faculty of Valencia College has identified four core competencies that define the learning outcomes for a successful Valencia graduate. These competencies are at the heart of the Valencia experience and provide the context for learning and assessment at Valencia College. You will be given opportunities to develop and practice these competencies in this class. The four competencies are:

Students will be able to write a unified, developed, logically organized essay. Students will apply the conventions of standard English as appropriate for academic writing. Students will be able to evaluate their own writing and the writing of others, using objective standards of quality.

· Week  #5    Final draft of third and essay due. Third test and seventh and eight essay assignments issued.

· Week  #6    Review and resubmissions of essays and tests. 

· Week #7    Final exam review and last week for submissions.
· Week #8   Final exam review and test. “Missing the final exam will result in a grade of F until the student takes a make-up final, at which time a grade of A, B, C, D or F will be given.”

At the Writing Center, consultants help students at any point of the writing/learning process. The qualified staff will go over English language assignments with students from all disciplines and courses, college wide, helping with grammar assignments; pronunciation; understanding main ideas and other reading skills; organizing and developing a speech; constructing paragraphs, essays, or research papers; and scholarship essays, letters, and resumes. The Writing Center consultant will not edit or proofread the paper. Attendance Policy

· There is no one student who is more special than another and warrants special treatment.  The attendance policy will be applied to EVERYONE.  Additionally, NO late work will be accepted from any student outside of the absentee case/requirements outlined in the absentee paragraphs below. 

     VCC enforces a strict attendance policy, which is designed to ensure the student’s successful completion of the coursework.  Students MUST call or e-mail the professor prior to the class meeting time if they are going to be late or absent that day.  During the semester, if a student incurs three absences, he or she will be considered “excessively absent,” and the student will be withdrawn from the course in the case of a fourth absence.  Students who arrive late or leave early without the instructor’s prior approval may be considered absent from that class meeting.  

Class absences cannot be made up; however, students are responsible for any work that they missed as a result of the absence.  Assignments that were due on the date of the absence will not be accepted unless the student has called or e-mailed the professor before the class begins on the date of the absence!  On the date of the student’s return, he/she must have not only the absentee assignment(s) (if student called/e-mailed) but also the homework that was assigned to be turned in at the returning class meeting; the “I was absent” and/or “I didn’t know the assignment” excuses are not an acceptable replacement for the work due, and this work will not be accepted late.
Withdrawal Deadline and Policy
Per Valencia Policy 4-07 (Academic Progress, Course Attendance and Grades, and Withdrawals), a student who withdraws from class before the withdrawal deadline of February 19th at 11:59 P.M., will receive a grade of “W.”  A faculty member is permitted to withdraw a student from the class up to the beginning of the final exam period, for violation of the attendance policy, as published in the syllabus. A student is not permitted to withdraw from this class after the withdrawal deadline; if you remain in the class after the withdrawal deadline, you can only receive a grade of A, B, C, D, F or I. An I grade will only be assigned under extraordinary circumstances that occur near the end of the semester.  If you receive an I, the work missed must be made up during the following semester, at which time you will get an A, B,C,D or F.  Failure to make up the work during the following semester will result in you getting a grade of F in the course.  Any student who withdraws from this class during a third or subsequent attempt in this course will be assigned a grade of “F.”  

Students on financial aid should consult an advisor or counselor before withdrawing from a course; there may be financial implications to the student which he or she must know about to make an informed decision before withdrawing. Students with some scholarships who withdraw or are withdrawn from a class must pay the college for the cost of the class.  Other scholarship sponsors may also require repayment. Resubmissions will also follow the same requirements, and students must follow the same protocols when completing and turning in these assignments.
