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COURSE DESCRIPTION

Basic introduction to Humanities; Focuses on central concepts, historical development and fundamental nature of philosophy, architecture, music, religion and art. Concepts from such disciplines integrated with contemporary American culture.

PREREQUISITE
There is no prerequisite for this course.

COURSE OUTCOMES AND CORE COMPETENCIES

This course will help students learn to

Integrate artistic, philosophical, and historical elements of different periods.

Interpret works of the arts, philosophy, or religion.

Articulate connections between the humanities and your life.

Show sensitivity toward different perspectives and cultures.

Participate in the cultural life of your community.

Think clearly, critically and creatively by analyzing, synthesizing, integrating and evaluating symbolic works and truth claims.

Value by understanding your own and others' values from individual, cultural and global perspectives.

Act purposefully, reflectively and responsibly by implementing effective problem solving and decision making strategies.

REQUIREMENTS

It satisfies the non-writing Humanities requirement for the A.A. degree.

ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION

Regular attendance and class participation are significant factors in success in college. Students are expected to attend all classes in which they are enrolled. By college policy (6Hx28:10-22), instructors determine the specific attendance policy for their classes, but are required to record attendance for each student. If major problems develop because of illness, work, etc., consult with the instructor.

MAKING CONNECTIONS

During the reading of each chapter, complete all of the Making Connections box Q questions contained within the chapter; the number contained in each chapter can be referenced in the Table of Contents. Submit the set of answers at the end of each week after completion of the readings. Grades will be based on accuracy of answers and completeness of details.
DISCUSSIONS

Regular discussions will be posted and required responses will further prepare students for responsive writing on relative topics. (4 Discussions at 25 pts each, equaling 100 total pts.)
MAKE UP WORK

Work can be made up until the end of the semester on April 27, 2014. Email the professor if emergencies arise that prohibits you from completing your assignments. Students must use a computer with reliable Internet access because excuses or failure to complete assignments due to computer error will not be permitted.
