***IMPORTANT NOTE: Think of this syllabus as a contract. You are agreeing to complete the planned assignments and papers online. I am agreeing to provide you with a positive learning environment and the tools you need to understand the lessons we are covering. REFER BACK to this syllabus throughout the semester to know what you should be working on and what my expectations are. In the Start Here Module, you will be agreeing to a set of student and professor responsibilities. Please take those seriously. ***
Learning Outcomes: This course is an integrated examination of dominant ideas in Western culture expressed in art, literature, music, philosophy and religion. It covers the time period from the turn of the Twentieth Century to the present. We will focus on creative forces that have shaped contemporary consciousness from the pioneering work of Einstein, Picasso, Stravinsky and Wright through the dominance of objective consciousness to the newly emerging guiding myths of today. 
This is a Gordon Rule course; therefore, you will be required to demonstrate college-level writing skills through multiple writing assignments.  You must get a C in this class, or better, to satisfy your Gordon Rule requirement.  
Through this course, you will also strengthen your reading, English language, note taking, essay writing, and time management skills.  It is my hope you will also have a clearer view of the difference between fact and opinion.

My Philosophy: Some of us learn by reading. Others learn by listening. Most of us learn by doing. My philosophy is that the best way for me to reach the greatest number of you is to combine online lectures with discussion groups, projects, individual “field trips” (online), and textbook readings to make the class both informative and interesting.  Like all things, if you come into the class with a positive attitude, you will come out of it with more than if you come into it believing you “have” to do this.
College Attendance Policy: Class attendance is required for online classes; students who are not actively participating in an online class and/or do not submit the required attendance activity or assignment by the scheduled due date must be withdrawn by the instructor at the end of the first week as a "no show". If you are withdrawn as a “no show,” you will be financially responsible for the class and a final grade of “WN” will appear on your transcript for the course.”

Withdrawal Policy: Per Valencia policy, a student who withdraws from class before the established deadline for a particular term will receive a grade of “W.” A student is not permitted to withdraw after the withdrawal deadline.
A faculty member will withdraw a student up to the withdrawal deadline for violation of the class attendance policy. A student who is withdrawn by faculty for violation of the class attendance policy will receive a grade of “W”. After the withdrawal deadline, faculty will not withdraw a student and the student will receive the grade earned at the end of the course. Any student who withdraws or is withdrawn from a class during a third or subsequent attempt in the same course will be assigned a grade of “F.” If you do not intend to complete the course, you must withdraw yourself prior to the withdrawal date.

Papers: You will write ONE assigned paper for this class in order to comply with the class’s Gordon Rule status, in addition to the final paper, which is more free-format. Topics are discussed in the assignments online where you will submit them. These are thinking papers, not regurgitating papers. Papers are to be typed, double spaced, MLA or APA format, and uploaded as to the appropriate assignment as .DOC or .DOCX files. I cannot open Open Office or Works files. Please do not send me them. 

Do not use “I” in your formal paper. You may use it in the final paper. The formal paper requires a Works Cited page. The final paper should not need one.
The Online Assignments- Each Module corresponds to a particular chapter, or part of a chapter, in the textbook, with the exception of the Start Here module. For each chapter-related Module, there will be an exercise for you to complete BEFORE you read the textbook. I would recommend completing that one the day the Module opens and then doing the reading before completing the rest of the work. Each assignment has a specific due date and Modules do close on time. All assignments open on Mondays at 7:00 a.m. EST. The assignments close one to two weeks later, on Mondays at 9am. 
All assignments should be answered in complete sentences, unless otherwise specified. Most can be answered in a short paragraph. You are REQUIRED to keep a copy of all of your assignments for the class. I recommend a folder on your computer or Google Drive. 
Within the online assignment modules, you will also encounter Discussions with your peers. These Discussions are mandatory for the class. Please post an appropriate number of posts and replies (usually one of each) by the due date. I do take points off for late discussion posts. Your “parent” post should offer a meaningful reply to the question, explaining your response. Your “reply” to a classmate should offer insight into why you agree or disagree with their ideas. Do not simply state “I agree.” Your reply should explain your agreement/disagreement in detail and be a meaningful response. Instructions on how to create a post and reply are in the first discussion in the Start Here module.

FOR ALL PAPERS IN THIS CLASS:
All papers need to be typed, double spaced, and uploaded as .doc or .docx files to the appropriate assignment in the appropriate learning module. Do not copy/paste your paper into the submission box. 
Paper Topics: 

PAPER 1: The 1920s paper: 
This 3-4 page paper should be typed, double-spaced, and submitted on a document as either a .doc, .docx, or PDF. 

Your paper requires a Works Cited, even if you only use The Great Gatsby. If you use materials from the module, cite them.
You are writing a paper about the 1920s. It’s plain and simple. The assignments and readings in the Impact of the Great War module are all about the people of the 1920s - how they acted, what their problems were, what it was like to live in this time. Use that knowledge in your paper and, as you read Gatsby, look for examples of those behaviors in Fitzgerald’s characters and their actions. When you write your paper, use the Gatsby book like it is a research document about the people of the 1920s. 

This is not an English paper. We are not writing about symbolism. This is a Humanities paper and the Humanities focuses on the values of a people in a given time through what they create. You want to demonstrate how Fitzgerald shows us the real 1920s through his novel.

Your paper must have a thesis statement. That thesis should focus on three values of the 1920s that you find in The Great Gatsby that you plan to write about in your paper. Do not use character names in your thesis statement. That’s the wrong paper. Use values.

In your subsequent body paragraphs, address each of the values of the 1920s you had in your thesis. Write about the real world first, and then incorporate how Fitzgerald shows this value. Here, you may use character names and brief descriptions of events in the book. Do NOT retell me the whole story. I have read it many times. After you write about how Fitzgerald shows this value, quote the text, with an in-text citation (Fitzgerald, page) from the part of the book you are writing about. After the quote, explain how the quote relates to the value you are writing about from the 1920s. 

Your paper must have a conclusion. In that conclusion, restate your thesis about the 1920s and make an overall judgment of how Fitzgerald portrayed real life in his book. 

A few things to remember:

Your paper must have a title. The Great Gatsby or Gatsby Paper are not titles. Show me where we are going. Be funny if you want to.

Papers must have a works cited.

Papers should NOT use I, me, or my opinion, or any variation of those. State your ideas as though they are facts. 

Do not retell me the plot. Paraphrase the action when you discuss scenes from the book. 

Use at least one quote per argument about the 1920s and cite those quotes.
Paper 2: Manifesto Assignment: 
The final project for the class will take the place of the final exam. It is mandatory for everyone in the class. 

As we now know, Manifestos have several ideas in common. They:
Identify an issue in society
Identify the responsible (or believed responsible party)
Offer solutions for the issue
Offer what will be done if the issue is not resolved in a given amount of time
Now that you have read Manifestos about Communism, Futurism, and Fascism you should have a decent idea of what they are about. Before the end of the semester, we will also read a Civil Rights manifesto and one about Women’s Rights. 
Your final project manifesto will be a minimum of four pages, typed, double-spaced and WILL NOT be subject to the same writing specifications for the rest of the papers (you can use I, contractions, bad grammar, curse words, where needed). 
You should reference at least two key people or ideas from the 20th Century that support or go against whatever you are arguing about in your manifesto. For example, if you choose to talk about gender issues, a good person to talk about would be Betty Friedan or Sigmund Freud. 
The final project manifesto assignment will be due to me, via the online assignment drop box, by 11:59 pm on April 24th. No late manifestos will be accepted. All papers must have a title.
