CCJ 2452 Criminal Justice Administration 
Report Guidelines

1. Your paper will discuss an issue related to the administrative challenges confronted by one of the three components of the criminal justice system. 
a. Policing

b. The courts
c. Corrections

From among those three categories, choose a specific topic.   For instance, you could write about leadership theories (covered in Chapter 2).  In class, we’ll discuss three specific leadership theories: trait theory, style theory, and situational leadership theory. You could, for instance, discuss one or all the theories in the context of a local police chief or sheriff.  It would be interesting to compare the styles of a police chief and sheriff, since one is appointed and the other elected. 
You could also choose to write your paper on inmate litigation (Chapter 10) and discuss how litigation has affected the administration of correctional facilities.   Another interesting area of study would relate to the rights of criminal justice employees.   For example, you could write about the specific rights police officers have in internal investigations (Chapter 14).   
Ensure that you include a brief history of the topic and discuss any benefits and controversies.  Be sure to include specific examples of real life applications.   

2. The paper will be three pages in length.  Include a cover page and a reference page. All total, the paper will not exceed five pages (including cover and reference pages).    

3. Margins will be no more than 1 inch on all sides.   Use a 12 point font.   The paper must be double-spaced. 
4. Cite any sources used in your paper.  You must include a citation page with your paper and you must cite at least three different sources.  Your textbook would qualify as one source.   Wikepedia cannot be used as one of the three sources.  Remember to also cite your sources in the body of your work.    Include one source found on the Internet. Use an MLA or APA style for citing your sources. 

5. Proof read your paper before you submit it to me.  Have someone else read your paper.  Also, read it out loud to ensure that your writing reads naturally and your ideas flow logically.
