Internet Research Statement

Because of the variety of sources, ease of publication, lack of central control and proliferation of commercial information on the free Internet, it is often hard to tell if the information is reliable.  Many sites contain research and information of high quality.  However, unlike traditional print publications or library-based electronic resources, there is usually no process of peer review, nor is there an editor verifying the accuracy of information presented on the Internet.  There are an increasing number of sites containing information that may be incomplete, anonymously written, out-of-date, biased, fraudulent, or whose content may not be factual. Students should, therefore, use caution in use of the free Internet for their research needs.  For academic topics that are addressed in scholarly literature, use of electronic databases or visiting the library may better meet your needs.  However, each professor makes the final determination of what is or is not accepted as a valid source so review the syllabus for specific guidelines from your professor. Exams

A total of three exams each worth 20% of your final grade will be assigned. No make-up exams. Research Paper�Students will be required to write a four-five page paper examining the Renaissance. This paper should be an analysis of the political, economic, and social that led to the Renaissance. This paper must use footnotes or endnotes for citing sources using the format of APA or Chicago Manual of Style. Only scholarly and academic resources are acceptable. This paper will be graded on quality of research, organization, and proper use of spelling and grammar. Assignments will be uploaded via Blackboard into Safe Assign to check for plagiarism.  This paper is worth 20% of your total grade. Additional information will be provided concerning this assignment. Please read the rubric carefully for specific instructions.  


Writing assignments�A total of four writing assignments will be assigned throughout the term. Topics will be assignment in class and discussed in a group. After a group discussion student will then write a one-two page summary of both group conclusions and your own position. Due date will be announced in class and submission must be made through Blackboard. Attendance is mandatory for this assignment and no make-ups will be available, as this is a group assignment and it is necessary that you are in class to participate. If you have any questions, please let me know.
