COURSE DESCRIPTION: SPANISH FOR HERITAGE SPEAKERS Il. Spanish for Heritage
speakers Il is a continuation of SPAN 1340. It is a course designed to address the needs of Latino
students whose heritage language is Spanish. The course is for students who acquired oral
proficiency of Spanish in a non-academic environment - that is to say, outside of the classroom.
They can communicate in Spanish but need to improve and master their reading, speaking and
writing skills. This course addresses specific linguistic issues such as diction, orthography, and
sentence structure. Special attention will be given to Latino culture. Prerequisites: A minimum
grade of “C” is required if being used to satisfy the General Education Foreign Language
Proficiency Requirement.

RATIONAL FOR COURSE:

The course emphasizes the mastery of writing, reading and oral communication skills, with
particular attention given to the issues of interference of English, code switching, vocabulary
building, writing / orthography and reading comprehension. Students will write, make oral
presentations and read materials of a cultural/literary nature, emphasizing the relationship
between the culture of the United States and the Latino cultures.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
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» Develop the ability to listen, derive meaning from, and communicate in formal settings
e Improve command of spoken Spanish by correcting those errors common to Heritage speakers
» Write Spanish more coherently using correct patterns of standard grammar and
» Read Spanish with improved comprehension
» Develop professional/academic writing skills
» Expand your functional vocabulary, in particular, the language of the Hispanic academic world.
» Promote a better understanding of the diversity of the Latino cultures in the USA and abroad
» Enhance comprehension and appreciation of the diversity and commonality of the Hispanic
heritage from historic, social, political and artistic points of views.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:
To successfully complete this course the students will be able to:

Use a variety of communicative strategies while engaging in conversations within the Hispanic
cultural/academic/professional environment to understand the cultures and values of the Hispanic
world within the context of the U.S. and Latin America.

Assess the context of production of linguistic exchanges and command the different linguistic
registers used depending on the context (e.g. formal versus informal situations).

Use critical thinking and problem-solving skills while reading authentic materials in Spanish.

Understand the key elements of writing, including grammar and writing formulas, and apply that
knowledge to a wide range of texts in Spanish such as literary, journalistic, academic, technical
and business-related texts.

Understand basic public speaking techniques and apply them in oral presentations.

Presentations & Projects

Oral presentations & Projects (20%): There will be different types of oral assessments in the
course. You will be using your webcam, Canvas and a program of your choice for audio visual
presentations. Make sure to start your Research Projects and your Outline early. You need to

read the details for the Research Projects under the Module's Tab, scroll down to the different

Projects.

You will be using Photo Story®/iMovie or any format mention in the orientation for most oral
presentations. If you do not know how to do use the programs available for you, please refer to:
“Welcome to SPN 1341 — Orientation — Start HERE!!” tutorial on Canvas which contains videos
and written instructions. Remember that all oral presentations are to be recorded in Spanish.

Exams

EXAMS: There are three exams in this course (one per Chapter Module). We will cover chapters
4,5, 6 in this SPAN 1341 course. The chapter exams will be used to calculate the final exam
percentage which will count for 15% of your total grade.

Chapter Tests (15%): All chapter exams will be administered online via computer under time
constraints on the MyLabs Pearson on-line homework platform. Keep in mind that the Pearson on-
line homework website does not support test taking with your phone or tablet. The best
preparation method for tests is by keeping up with your homework activities and participation in
the discussions on Canvas. Tests will be administered at the end of each chapter accessed within
the Pearson on-line homework website (you can access the chapter exams and the homework
activities for the 'Dia a Dia' book by clicking on the "MyLab & Mastering" tab located on the top
left-hand corner on Canvas). Be aware that there will be no make-up tests. You can see all Due
Dates on the Course Schedule on Canvas. Tests will be open for you to take within 48 hours,
so plan accordingly as to when you will sit down to complete them. Due dates could vary, but the
deadline will be at 11:59pm Eastern time.
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Note: If you miss an exam you will receive a 0 (zero). You only have one attempt for each
exam. If you have technical problems you should contact me immediately via email at
jsalto@valenciacollege.edu (mailto:jsalto@valenciacollege.edu) and then continue checking your
email for additional notifications from me about the course of action you should take after your
issue is resolved.

FINAL EXAM: You will take one final comprehensive exam per semester (which will cover all the
material covered throughout the semester- including the information from the Discussion Posts
and the Research projects).

Final Exam (15 %):

The Final Exam will be proctored. If you live outside the Orlando area and cannot take a
scheduled proctored exam at one of Valencia College's Testing Centers, you need to fill out this
form Requesting to take a proctored exam at the Testing Center of another institution Eand
e-mail it to your professor four to five weeks prior to the date of the scheduled proctored exam.

The Final Exam expectations are the same as for other exams. The Final Exam is NOT open
book/ open note.

1. Due to Campus closures, the Final Exam will be proctored but taken at home using the
Canvas'_Honorlock proctoring system.

2. When you take the exam you must have your Valencia ID.

3. You are not allowed to have notes, books, or any other study aids during the exams.

The goal of the final exam is to assess your ability to assimilate what you have learned about
Spanish grammar, vocabulary, language, writing and information from your Discussion post and
culture. The final exam will be comprehensive and cumulative in nature. The test is not curved and
no make-up test will be given. Check the Course Schedule for opening and closing date for
the Final Exam.

Honorlock - Online Remote Proctoring system
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“Honorlock” will proctor your Final Exam this semester. “Honorlock” is an online proctoring
service that allows you to take your exam from the comfort of your home. You Do Not need to
create an account or schedule an appointment in advance. “Honorlock” is available 24/7 and all
that is needed is a computer, a working webcam, and a stable Internet connection.

To get started, you will need the Google Chrome browser and to download the “Honorlock”
Chrome Extension. You can download the extension at www.honorlock.com/extension/install
(http://www.honorlock.com/extension/install%C2%A0) . Go to Canvas, go to your course, and click

on your exam. Clicking "Launch Proctoring" will begin the “Honorlock” authentication process,
where you will take a picture of yourself, show your ID, and complete a scan of your room and
desk. “Honorlock” will be recording your exam session by webcam as well as recording your
screen. “Honorlock” also has an integrity algorithm that can detect search-engine use, so please
do not attempt to search for answers, even if it is on a secondary device.

Do not use personal
e-mails. You will not receive any response.

Use a greeting and a closing in all your e-mails. Treat your Valencia e-mail as regular mail, not
as text messaging.

Be patient. Do not expect an immediate response when you send a an e-mail. | will get back to
you within 24 to 48 hours on Mondays through Fridays (or sooner). You are also expected to
answer e-mails in a timely manner. Weekend e-mails will be answered on the next business
day.

You can use the discussion board title “El Café Latino” in Canvas to ask questions to other
students in the class. Just remember that this discussion board is exclusively for the students to
help each other and | will not reply to any emergencies or questions about your grade within
this discussion board.

Be courteous and considerate. Remember you are communicating with your professor not with
your friend. “Hey”,or calling professors by first name is not acceptable. Being honest and
expressing yourself freely is very important but being considerate of others online is just as
important as it is in the classroom.

Make every effort to be as clear as possible in your communications. Online communication
lacks the nonverbal cues that fill in much of the meaning in face-to-face communication.

Do not use all caps. This makes the message very hard to read and is considered "shouting."
Make sure to check spelling, grammar, and punctuation (you may want to compose your e-mail
in a Word processor (such as Microsoft Word), then after doing Spell Check, cut and paste the
message into the discussion or e-mail).

Break up large blocks of text into paragraphs and use a space between paragraphs. Or if you
have multiple questions, number each question you have in order to be as clear as possible.
Sign all your e-mail messages and include the course you are taking as your professor teaches
multiple levels of Spanish and various sections of each course.

Never assume that your Valencia e-mail is private as others may be able to read or access your
e-mails; as all emails and communications at Valencia College are public record.

Make sure you check e-mail daily (required). Any instructions will have due dates for your
response. If you e-mail because of Tech issues, you should send me the e-mail before an
assignment is due.

2. A faculty member is permitted to withdraw a student from the faculty member’s class for
violation of the faculty member’s attendance policy with written notification to the student prior
to the beginning of the final exam period, as published in the faculty member’s syllabus. A
faculty member is not permitted to withdraw a student from his or her class as a response to
student conduct which falls under the jurisdiction of the Student Code of Conduct (6Hx28:10-
03).

3. A student who withdraws from a class before the withdrawal deadline will receive a grade of
"W." A student who is withdrawn by a professor will receive a grade of "W." A student who is
withdrawn for administrative reasons at any time will receive a grade of "W" or other grade as
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determined in consultation with the professor. Any student who withdraws or is withdrawn from
a class during a third or subsequent attempt in the same course will be assigned a grade of "F".

4. A student who receives a grade of “W” will not receive credit for the course, and the W will not
be calculated in the student’s grade point average; however, the enrollment will count in the
student’s total attempts in the specific

5. If a student withdraws from a class, the student may, upon request and only with the faculty
member’s permission (which may be withheld at any time in the sole discretion of the faculty
member), continue to attend the course. If a student is withdrawn by a faculty member or is
administratively withdrawn, the student is not permitted to continue to attend the class.
