Course Objectives

· Identify geographic locations around the world, which have been wellsprings for mythology.
· Describe the sources of mythology. 
· Analyzes myths with a variety of methods (such as psychological, anthropological, and literary) and considers the application of mythological ideas and symbols in the humanities
· Describe relationships, similarities, and significant symbols in myths.
· Describe events and characters from mythology, which reflect cultural attributes.
· Analyze myth using the characteristics, which identify a hero and/or heroine.
· Describe the nature of comparative study of myths.
· Understand how myths affect current cultures 
· Course will cover material from many cultures, past and present, around the world 
· Think critically and make reasoned choices by acquiring, analyzing, synthesizing, and evaluating knowledge 
· Utilize proper essay format such as select a subject, formulate a thesis, provide supporting details, and revise for clarity.
· Develop life skills: timeliness, priorities, diligence, time management, and ext. 
HUM 2310 Course Outcomes: By the end of the semester, you should be able do the following either in class or group discussion, in formal or informal written assignments, or in class presentations:

1. Trace the similar archetypes in mythologies from around the world. Identify, describe, and illustrate with appropriate examples, how the archetypes are both universal and particular. Explain the possible reasons for the similarities. Specific archetypes to be covered include the Supreme Being, Great Mother, Dying God, Trickster, and Hero.

2. Articulate connections between ancient and modern mythologies; include personal life details where relevant.

3. Interpret a work of mythology in the arts, philosophy, or religion. Examine the cultural and biographical context of the work and investigate scholarly interpretations. Apply a variety of critical and analytic methods to the work. Integrate your own personal view with the views of scholars and experts. Commit to the most justifiable interpretation among several credible views.

Gordon Rule Requirements: Students are required to complete multiple college level writing assignments with a final grade of “C” or higher to satisfy the requirements of State Board of Education Rule 6A-10.30. **Failure to complete ANY PORTION of the Gordon Rule Requirement will incur a grade of “D” or lower, no matter the student’s previous average.  

PREPARATION: Students should read assigned materials and complete written assignments PRIOR to class. Students are expected to participate in class discussion when appropriate. Make sure that you done the necessary work to participate in the discussions.

ATTENDANCE – It is assumed that students will attend all class meetings.  This is not a class you can skip and pass!! Attendance will be taken daily. In class assignments cannot be made up. 

Face to Face Classes
Students are allowed five (5) absences during the semester (this number is based on a regular Fall 16 Week or Spring 15 Week course with a class time of 1 hour and 15 mins. If you are in a 13 Week Summer Class, 10 Week Flex Start Class, or 7 Week Summer Class, time will be adjusted accordingly). (NOTE: The instructor does not distinguish between excused and unexcused absences.) Upon the fifth absence, the student will be notified that a further absence will result in their withdrawal from the course. Upon the sixth absence, the student will automatically be withdrawn from the course by the instructor.  A student will be marked absent if they do not answer when their name is called, if their signature does not appear on the sign-in sheet for that day, or if they miss more than 15 minutes of class by arriving late or leaving early. It is the attendance records of the instructor, not the recollections of the student, which will be consulted for proof of attendance/absences.

TESTING: Anything said in class is fair game for the exams whether it is on a study guide or not (note taking is expected, and you are responsible to do that). There will be three exams. We may be taking these tests on computer or paper tests. The test can consist of any format that works with the information, but generally, they will be multiple-choice, fill in the blank, and essay. Essays need to be written in essay format and be of significant length! You will not be able to use any study guides or outside material on the tests! If I even suspected that you are cheating, I will take your test, and you will receive a “0.” This means no cell phones, notes out, and no talking! If you are late to an exam, I will deduct points from your exam. You cannot leave the room during an exam. Leaving the room means you are finished with the exam. Exams must be taken on the scheduled date. In the case of a properly documented EMERGENCY (extreme illness, death in the family, car accident, etc.) the student may be allowed a make-up test at the professor’s discretion. 
· It is the student’s responsibility to get with me about making up a test. 
· If an emergency occurs, you must notify the instructor as soon as possible so that arrangements can be made.  
· Before the test can be made up, it is the responsibility of the student to turn in OFFICIAL documentation of their emergency. (A note from “mom” or your roommate does NOT qualify as official, nor does a conflict with your work schedule.) 
· You will have ONE week to make up the missed test, and you may only make up a missed test ONCE during the semester. If a student misses more than one exam, they will receive a “0” for the second exam missed.
· Tests are scheduled at the beginning of the semester. It is imperative that students plan ahead and prepare to be in class on the scheduled exam day. Since the test dates are scheduled at the beginning of the semester, students have no excuses for not attending or being unaware of the test date. 
· There will be a deduction in points from you exam if you are late to any test. 
FINAL EXAMS - All students must take the Final Exam on the scheduled date with their scheduled class. I will not let students take the final at a different time except under extreme conditions. You cannot make up the final after the scheduled date.

QUIZZES: 
· Quizzes are ALWAYS reading checks – I am looking for answers based on the readings assigned to you.
· Quizzes are timed, so read before hand so you can do the quizzes in the time allotted. 
· There will be no make-up quizzes. No exceptions! Quizzes will be posted on Blackboard. Quiz dates are listed on the calendar, so you are responsible for taking any quizzes on Blackboard even if you missed class or I did not announce the quiz.
· PLEASE send it through the assignment link, and do not submit it as a file. Sometimes I cannot open the files you all send. I cannot grade a file I cannot open!
· If there are a sufficient number of quizzes during the semester, then I will drop the lowest quiz grade. (Must have a minimum of five quizzes)
· If you have technical difficulty during a quiz, email me before the close date/time of the quiz, and I will allow you to retake the quiz. 
WRITING ASSIGNMENTS: There will be 1 writing assignment as well as some shorter essays on all tests and in class writings. Students are required to complete multiple college level writing assignments with a final grade of “C” or higher to satisfy the requirements of State Board of Education Rule 6A-10.30. **Failure to complete ANY PORTION of the Gordon Rule Requirement will incur a grade of “D” or lower, no matter the student’s previous average.  

There may also be several in-class-writing assignments over readings, movies, or lectures. Students will be given ample time during the class to answer specific questions. Copying your neighbor’s paper for these assignments is also plagiarism and will be treated accordingly. 

PAPER REQUIREMENTS: Each paper will be 3 full pages of writing plus a works cited, citations, and a cover sheet. The paper will need to be printed out and turned in. Papers should be typed, double-spaced, with one-inch margins at top, bottom, and sides. The font should be 12 point and in Times New Roman. Do not use a crazy font that makes the written part of your paper longer!

· Papers will be submitted in Blackboard through SafeAssignment.
· Paper due dates are on the calendar  
· Late Papers will receive a half letter grade off every single day it is late, including EACH weekend day. I will not accept papers more than 5 days late (at this point the paper is already at a 75). No exceptions!!!
· SOURCES: Papers will be based on materials presented in class but might require a bit of research on the part of the student. If so, all sources must be appropriate for college level. You will need to have 3 sources (to count as a source, it needs to be cited somewhere in your paper!) sources  *No encyclopedias, Encarta, dictionaries, blogs, or internet (unless academic sites or reliable source) will count as 1 of your 3 sources. WIKIPEDIA is not an appropriate source and should NOT be used! (*You can use an encyclopedia or dictionary in addition to your 3 sources.)
· The Work Cited will need to be in MLA or Chicago Style! I will not accept a paper without a Works Cited. If you turn in a paper without a Work Cited, I will take a full letter grade off and hand it back to you to complete. You will have to turn the completed copy into me within one week of the day you turned it in. Also, you are not allowed to do additional work on the paper. I will be keeping the turned in copy. 
· The paper should be written in the Five Paragraph Essay format with a clear Thesis statement. 
· Cover sheet should include the student’s name, assignment title, class, and section.
· Number your pages begins on the first page of the paper not the cover sheet! 
· The papers will be evaluated on the content, proficiency in writing, spelling, and grammar. Please spell-check AND proofread your papers.
· I will deduct points from your grade if you do not follow all of these instructions!
PLAGIARISM WILL NOT BE TOLERATED IN ANY ASSIGNMENT. (This includes a “recycled” paper, copying work from another student, and copying someone else work) Plagiarism in the paper, of any sort, will result in a “0” for the assignment and there will be no make-ups! No exceptions!! For your paper, you will submit your paper to SafeAssignment, which can be found in Blackboard. This software checks for plagiarism. 
PRESENTATIONS – A group project will be based on your paper topic. This will be done in-class in a group. It generally takes 1 to 1 ½ classes to complete. 

LATE WORK: I do not accept late work. Make sure you keep up on all assignment due dates. Most assignment due dates will be on the Course Calendar. No Exceptions! (you can always turn it in early!)
PARTICIPATION GRADE: There will be a few graded in-class assignments. You cannot make them up, since they are for participating in-class.

Grading will be based on a point system. The total number of points you earn divided by the total number of points you can possibly earn in a semester. **Please note-  I do not give extra work. Your grade will be based on ONLY the points from the assignments given to the whole class. If you need a particular grade, you must earn it from the work assigned!
