Course Description: INTRODUCTION TO LITERATURE This course will focus on a
variety of literary genres, with some emphasis on works by international authors.
Students will be introduced to methods of reading and writing critically about literature
with a focus on cultural and historical understanding.



Course Outcomes

Analyze texts using literary elements and genre characteristics. Employ writing strategies
to interpret literary texts. Utilize critical reading strategies to interpret literary texts.
Examine cultural context presented by diverse textual perspectives.

Attendance

Note on AI: AI writing tools [such as ChatGPT] are not permitted at any stage of the
writing process unless specifically assigned by the instructor. Use of these tools will be



considered academic dishonesty. The first instance will result in a zero score on the
assignment and a second offense will result in a failure of the course.
