PREREQUISITE & COURSE INFORMATION
Prerequisite: Minimum grade of C in MAT 1033C or appropriate score on an approved assessment. Course based on the study of functions and their role in problem solving. Topics include graphing, the linear, quadratic, and exponential families of functions, and inverse functions. Students will be required to solve applied problems and communicate their findings effectively. Technology tools will be utilized in addition to analytical methods. Gordon Rule course. Minimum grade of C required if MAC 1105 is used to satisfy Gordon Rule and general education requirements.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  MAT 1105   3 credit hours, presents algebraic, graphing and numerical skills.  This course will completely integrate graphing technology towards topics presented along with the concepts and interpretation.  Topics include linear, quadratic, exponential, logarithmic, polynomial and rational functions including their graphs.  Systems of equations and inverse functions will also be covered.  The topics presented will be solved using symbolic, graphical and numerical approaches.  Applications emphasizing connections with other disciplines and the real world will be included.  A minimum grade of “C” is required to use this to satisfy the Gordon Rule and general education requirements.

COURSE OUTCOMES:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to

· Develop a strong foundation of mathematical concepts including solving linear equations and inequalities, constructing and analyzing scatter plots, factoring, solving quadratic equations, and working relations and functions as well as rational and radical expressions.

· Analyze real world situations and be able to develop mathematical solutions to solve these problems.

· Become proficient in the use of a TI-84 graphing calculator in constructing graphs and interpreting results.

Video Assignment
Short content videos will accompany each week’s lesson. Watching the videos and completing the problems associated with the videos in Connect MATH will be REQUIRED before attending EVERY CLASS (you will see the due date). Videos will count as 15% of your total Connect MATH Score.

 Homework
This is a college level course and requires setting aside 6-9 hours per week to work on the course: practice the problems assigned, review the material, and seek help when needed.  (A typical college course will require 2-3 hours per credit hour of outside classroom work.  Since this class is 3 credits, 6-9 hours of outside class work is required each week).   Homework is completed online through Connect MATH. Homework will count as 35% of your total Connect MATH Score. There will be 1-2 weekly homework assignment(s). Each question in a homework assignment may be attempted an unlimited number of times. You may start the assignment and then resume it at a later time. If you are having difficulties, contact your Connect MATH support. 

 Quizzes

There will be a quiz assignment for each chapter. The quizzes will count as 50% of your total Connect MATH Score. Each quiz will have a two-hour time limit. Each quiz may be attempted two times. The quizzes may be taken earlier than the due dates. 
All homework, video assignments and quizzes will count as 30% of your Overall final grade. 
Group work
Each week you will work in groups with your classmates to complete math activities relevant to the current course content. These activities will help reinforce the skills and concepts that you watched in the weekly media. You must be present in class to obtain the activity or make arrangements ahead of time. Group work is due the following class. The Group work will count as 10% of your Overall final grade.

Late Work

Homework and Quizzes can be completed late for a 10% penalty. Only the questions completed after the due date will be penalized. If you change your answers to completed questions after the due date, those will also be penalized.

Tests

You will have 3 tests throughout the semester.  There are no makeup tests under any circumstances, unless for jury duty or military service with documentation.  The lowest test grade or one missed test will be replaced by the final exam grade provided the final exam is a higher grade.
