MAT 0028C/1033C – (H1/H2)

	 Developmental Math II –MAT 0028C (crn:24027)

Pre-requisite: Minimum grade of C in MAT 0018C or appropriate score on approved assessment.

Description

This college-preparatory course is designed to supplement the algebraic background of students prior to taking MAT 1033C Intermediate Algebra. Topics include sets, fundamental operations with polynomials, linear equations and inequalities with applications, factoring and its use in algebra, introduction to graphing of linear equations, introduction to radicals, and use of calculators to enhance certain concepts. A passing score on the basic Skills Exit Test is required for a minimum final course grade of C, which is required for successful completion of this course. This course does not apply towards mathematics requirements in general education or towards any associate degree. 

	Text

Developmental Math II by Al Groccia.

	Objective

The course prepares students for college level math courses. Students will develop required algebra skills and methods. The course does not utilize calculators/electronics; especially on exams!

	Grading
The course grade is based on six criteria: homework, quiz, lab, exams, modules, and the final. All exams must be taken on or before assigned dates. No makeup exams are available without explicit consent of instructor, which will only be granted in case of documented extreme emergency. The final exam must be taken on the date published for final exams. Students must earn at least a C (70%) to continue to MAT 1033C.


Lab = 10%

You will receive a grade for the activities done in lab. Some of these activities may be group activities. No makeup’s are available without explicit consent of the instructor, which will only be granted in case of documented extreme emergency.  
 

Homework =10%

The assignments must be completed by the assigned date (Extensions are only granted in cases of documented extreme emergency). The overall average on all of the homework assignments will be used in the course grade. You will have multiple chances to complete the assignment and improve your score prior to the due date. NO makeup or extensions will be given. It is advisable and beneficial to your grade that you work on it on a continuous basis.

Exams = 45%

There will be four exams, and their dates are listed on the syllabus.  All exams must be taken on or before dates assigned.  No makeup exams are available without explicit consent of the instructor, which will only be granted in case of documented extreme emergency.  
Final Exam = 25%

There is a mandatory final exam that will be delivered electronically, via IMathAS.  There are 40 questions on the final exam and retakes are NOT allowed. Calculators are NOT allowed during the final and formulas will not be provided.  The final exam counts towards 25% of your overall grade.  There are 7 learning modules in IMathAS to help you practice for the exam.  A minimum passing score is not required on the final exam if you score 100% on all 7 modules. Failure to take the final exam will result in a grade of zero on the final.

Possibilities: 

1) You score 100% on ALL 7 learning modules:

· There is no minimum passing score on the final exam to pass the course.

· The Final Exam counts towards 25% of your overall grade.

2) You do NOT score 100% on ALL 7 learning modules:

· You MUST PASS the final exam with a minimum score of 70%.

· The Final Exam counts towards 25% of your overall grade.

Modules = 5%

All modules must be completed by the assigned dates. There are multiple chances to complete each module. Students that complete all homework and modules with perfect scores but fail to pass the final exam with a 70% will earn a grade based on their performance in class. 

Quiz = 5%

There are weekly computer quizzes that students must complete by the assigned date. I will not grant extensions or makeup for missed quiz.

All exams will be during the first half of class. The exam dates are on the syllabus.  Therefore, plan your schedule accordingly! Calculators are not allowed on exams. Students that attempt to utilize electronics during an exam will receive an F.

Attendance & Withdrawals
Students that miss half of the lecture will be marked as late. Two tardies are equivalent to one missed class. Per Valencia Policy 4-07 (Academic Progress, Course Attendance and Grades, and Withdrawals), a student who withdraws from class before the established deadline for a particular term will receive a grade of “W.”  A student is not permitted to withdraw after the withdrawal deadline of  02/07/14.
