Objective:

Procedure:

2. Discuss at least 3 reason(s) for how/why you have identified the area. The reasons can either be listed in numerical order or paragraph form.


3. List, or mention in paragraph form, a minimum of two dominant plant species in the ecosystem. Make sure to include both the common names and Latin names in correct format.


4. List, or mention in paragraph form, a minimum of two dominant animal species in the ecosystem. Make sure to include both the common names and Latin names in correct format. 


5. Include three photos of the ecosystem: one from a distance with you in the picture, the other two being close ups of two or more dominant plant species. Make sure to label each photo with the relevant information that pertains to each photo (caption).


6. The final report can be submitted electronically or by hard copy.
