                                       FUTURE TENSE :  WILL
RULES: USE:
1)Generally, WILL is used more commonly in SPOKEN English than BE GOING TO.
WILL is generally used when speaking about a SPONTANEOUS  PLAN. BE GOING TO is used for a PRIOR and DEFINITE PLAN.

             EXAMPLES; 

A) “What are you going to do today?”

B) “I don’t know I will probably go shopping.” (spontaneous plan)

A) “What are you going to do today?”

B) “ I am going to take my son to the doctor.

         He has an appointment.”                             (prior plan)

2) WILL is also used to express a willingness to do something or volunteer freely to do something.

             EXAMPLE:

A) “ I can’t move this piano by myself, it’s too heavy.”

B) “Don’t worry, I will help you.”                     (volunteer to help)

3) WILL is used to express a PREDICTION,when something is expected to happen but unforeseen things could change the outcome.However, BE GOING TO may also be used.
              EXAMPLES:

      “The weather tomorrow will be sunny,” said the weatherman.(prediction)

A) “What’s the weather supposed to be for tomorrow?”

B) “ The weatherman said it’s going to be sunny.”                  (prediction)

FORMS:

               I will / you will / he will / she will / we will / you will / they will

         Americans prefer the contractions:

NEGATIVES:

           WON’T is generally used as the negative but you can also say WILL NOT.

              EXAMPLES:       No, I won’t be in class tomorrow because I’m sick.

                                           She won’t go with us, she has other plans.

                                           They won’t help us anymore.

QUESTIONS:

            YES/NO: Start the question with WILL and answer with WILL or WON’T.

               EXAMPLE:  Will you help me?       Yes, I will/ No, I won’t

                                      Will they finish on time?    Yes, they will/ No, they won’t

            INFORMATION: Use:  Question Word + WILL + Subject + Simple Verb +...etc
               EXAMPLE:                    What                    will        he               do              later?
