Tissue Lab: 4 Basic Tissue types

I. Epithelial-a tissue that covers organs and lines    cavities. Specialized for protection, secretion and filtration.

   Classified by number of cell layers and cell shape. (Simple vs. Stratified, and squamous, cuboidal and columnar)

· Simple squamous (lung)
· Stratified squamous (skin)-also dense irregular and adipose
· Simple cuboidal (thyroid)
· Simple columnar (jejunum)
· Ciliated columnar (pseudostratified)-also hyaline cartilage 

· Transitional (bladder) –also smooth muscle
II. Connective tissue-characterized by scattered cells in some type of matrix.

· Blood

· Bone

· Areolar

· Adipose

· Hyaline/Elastic cartilage
· tendon
III. Nervous-specialized for communication by way of impulses. 

· Multipolar neuron

· Spinal cord

· Cerebrum/Cerebellum-Brain

IV. Muscle-specialized for contraction

· Skeletal-Voluntary, Striated, Oblong multinucleated cells.(motor end plate)
· Cardiac-found only in heart, branched cells, disks, large central nucleus, striations and involuntary.

· Smooth-spindle shaped, one nucleus, involuntary, lines blood vessels, and looks “smooth”.
