ENC 1101 with a grade of "C" or better.

CREDIT HOURS:
3 hours

DESCRIPTION:

An integrated examination of dominant ideas in Western Culture as expressed in art, literature, music, philosophy, and religion.  This course covers the period from the turn of the century to present. Focuses on creative forces which have shaped contemporary consciousness from pioneering work of Einstein, Picasso, Stravinsky, and Wright through dominance of objective consciousness to newly emerging guiding myths of today. Gordon Rule course which requires 6,000 words of writing. Minimum grade of C required if used to satisfy Gordon Rule requirement.

This course will focus on these Valencia Community College student competencies:

Think critically and make reasoned choices by acquiring, analyzing, synthesizing and evaluating knowledge.

Read, listen, write and speak effectively.

Recognize the value of aesthetics.

ATTENDANCE:  Attendance is mandatory and expected.  It is important in a discussion based class that all class members attend regularly.  If you know that you have trouble attending class, you should probably drop this course. Class assignments and essay deadlines are the responsibility of the student.  No makeup for any assignment without the prior approval of the instructor. Missing the equivalent of more than 2 weeks of classes for any reason, other than absences excused in accordance with Valencia’s policies, is excessive and a basis for withdrawal.
COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

· The student will complete four (4) chapter summary sheets.

· The student will make an oral presentation and provide a 750-word summary of that presentation.

· The student will take four (4) tests on assigned material.

· The student will write a documented essays on an approved topic. The assignment will meet the following criteria:

a. Final draft must be typed or word-processed on one side of standard paper. 
b. Must be in proper M.L.A. format with your name, date and assignment number on the title page.

c. Must be virtually free of grammatical errors.

d. Must be submitted on the due date at the beginning of class. No papers accepted by email.

· The student will take a comprehensive final exam.

· The student will take an active part in discussing the works read for class.
“NO SHOW” STATUS: If students registered for the course have not attended any classes from the first day of class to the beginning of the no-show reporting period, then the instructor will withdraw them from the course on the first day of the no-show reporting period.

WITHDRAWAL: Per Valencia Policy 4-07 (Academic Progress, Course Attendance and Grades, and Withdrawals), a student who withdraws from class before the established deadline for a particular term will receive a grade of “W.” A student is not permitted to withdraw after the withdrawal deadline.   A student who is withdrawn by faculty for violation of the class attendance policy will receive a grade of “W.”  Any student who withdraws or is withdrawn from a class during a third or subsequent attempt in the same course will be assigned a grade of “F”. TARDINESS:  Tardiness shows a lack of class respect. It is disruptive, inconsiderate and unacceptable. Plan ahead so you are at class on time.  Tardiness is applicable to missing any part of class: the beginning, middle, or end. Make plans to stay for the whole class meeting.  Do not schedule appointments (doctor, advising, etc.) causing you to miss the end or beginning of class.  If there is some reason why you cannot come to class on time, speak to me as early as possible.  A substantial number of tardies, even if it doesn’t lead to failure, will significantly affect your participation grade.  The instructor reserves the right to withdraw a student who is chronically tardy or who chronically dismisses himself before the end of the class period.

LATE PAPERS:  Late papers or projects will not be accepted. A paper is late if it is not handed in directly to me at the beginning of the class period on the day it is due. They will not be accepted for full credit any other time or by any other method. Do not come to class late because you were somewhere printing out your paper at the last minute and expect it to be accepted for full credit. Students who are more than ten minutes late to class may not turn in work for full credit/a grade.

Please be aware that a broken or ill-functioning computer, or the inability to retrieve, produce or submit your assignments from a computer will not be accepted as a valid excuse for a document that is submitted late. I advise you to save all your documents to several flash drives, and your hard drive.  Emailing a late paper is not an accepted form of submission and the paper will not be graded.

MAKE-UP POLICY FOR ASSIGNMENTS: Make-up work is only permitted without penalties in EXTREME and OFFICIALLY DOCUMENTED, Valencia-approved circumstances.  Otherwise, the late paper policy remains in effect.

PLAGIARISM: All forms of academic dishonesty are prohibited at Valencia.  Academic dishonesty includes, but is not limited to, plagiarism, cheating, furnishing false information, forgery, alteration or misuse of documents, misconduct during a testing situation, and misuse of identification with intent to defraud or deceive. Plagiarism is the use of someone else’s materials (including cutting and pasting from Internet sources) without citing the source or the use of that work as one’s own. Plagiarism will not be tolerated and is grounds for failure in this class. Recycled writing from high school or other college courses is also considered plagiarism.  If you use any ideas from any source whatsoever in your paper, you need to correctly cite it using current MLA format, making very clear what are your own words and what are someone else’s, whether quoted directly or paraphrasing.  All the work you do in this class must be your own work.  Recycled papers from previous courses are also considered plagiarism.  If you are ever in doubt about what constitutes plagiarism, see me or the writing center.
