This syllabus is a contract between the student and the instructor. By enrolling in and then attending this course, the student agrees to and accepts the terms and conditions of this contract. It is the responsibility of the student to carefully read this syllabus/contract in its entirety and to adhere to all policies and procedures within the syllabus. 

Course Description:
FRESHMAN COMPOSITION II.  Prerequisite: ENC 1101 or 1101H with minimum grade of C.  Application of skills learned in ENC 1101.  Emphasis on style; use of library; reading and evaluating available sources; planning, writing, and documenting a research paper.  Gordon Rule course which requires 6,000 words of writing.  Minimum grade of C required if ENC 1102 is used to satisfy Gordon Rule and general education requirements. 
Description of assigned computer-based learning activity:  On all formal papers students must use Microsoft Word to show computer competency and usage; this is also required so that students may save their work to simplify changes and reproduction.

Description of method of assessment: Papers will not be accepted in any other format unless indicated by the instructor.  Papers will be critiqued according to MLA style and appropriate writing style for the respective assignment.
Additionally, you will be assigned group projects, some which necessitate multiple sessions of 30 minute, SYNCHRONOUS collaboration online.  This is mandatory for particular assignments.

Description of impact on percentage of the final course grade:  The documented literary essay alone comprises a large portion of the course grade; failure to submit it in the proper computer-based format may contribute to failure of the course.
STUDENT FEEDBACK ON INSTRUCTION:  

Near the end of the term, students will receive an invitation through their Valencia ATLAS email account asking them to complete the Student Feedback on Instruction (SFI). This survey provides Valencia College professors with feedback on students’ experiences in courses and helps them to continually improve their courses. The results are released only after grades are submitted and students’ names are not included in the results - all responses will be anonymous.

All reading selections will be posted or linked online through your Canvas course.  No textbook purchase is required. 😊
ULTIMATE COURSE GOAL:  For you to develop the strengths and overcome the weaknesses of your ability to articulate an opinion on and analyze literature.
The course will challenge you in each of the four areas of Valencia’s Core Competencies:


1) THINK critically: analyze, synthesize, integrate, and evaluate in many domains of human inquiry (Students will accomplish this by regarding collegial writing, taking ideas presented and implementing them accordingly in their own work, and revising writing continually.)

2) VALUE judgments: make them reasonable while making responsible commitments (Students will accomplish this through their review of websites and via persuasive and compare/contrast writing.)

3) ACT purposefully, reflectively, and responsibly in your personal, professional, and community life (Students will accomplish this by completing assignments in a timely manner, organizing long-term research so as to accomplish it easily, and create a dramatic presentation that both entertains and informs.)

4) COMMUNICATE with different audiences using varied means by speaking, listening, reading and writing (Students will accomplish this through many essay mediums and through critiquing themselves and others.)

Academic Honesty: Under no circumstances is a student to use another person’s work or ideas without giving credit to the source.  You also may not use a paper you already submitted for another course.  Additionally, you may not use Chat GPT nor any other artificial intelligence software to generate writing that you did not compose.  Doing so will result in a failure, not only on the work, but possibly in the course as well.  There will be no reassignment for plagiarized work.  
FINAL GRADE DETERMINATION:
Grading will be determined via a total bank of points.  Your percentage will be determined by dividing your total number of points accumulated by the total number of points possible.
