Prerequisites:  Score of 103 on the Writing component of PERT or equivalent score on other state-approved entry test or minimum grade of C in ENC 0027 or minimum grade of C in ENC 0025C or EAP 1640C, and a score of 106 on the Reading component of PERT or equivalent score on other state-approved entry test or minimum grade of C in REA 0017C or EAP 1620C.                  
Course Objectives:  ENC 1101 is designed to develop the college essay form and to provide instruction and practice in expository writing, including the documented essay.  The emphasis is on clarity of central and support ideas, adequate development, logical organization, coherence, appropriate citing of primary and/or secondary sources, and grammatical and mechanical accuracy.  The course includes a learning activity designed to ensure competence in the basic use of computers and research.

Course Work:  Students are required to write essays outside of and during selected classes, as well as homework reading and research assignments.  Out-of-Class essays must be typed, double spaced (Font 12, Times New Roman).  Please staple the pages together in the upper left.  No paper clips or folders are necessary.  Please check the Handbook for MLA style for header on the first page p. 161.  NOTE:  ALL essays must be turned in during class.  Essays will not be accepted outside of class; NO electronic copies will be accepted!

Three Out-of-Class Essays will be assigned:

     OC 1:  Memoir/Personal Experience  
                 This essay must reflect on a personal experience in support of a theme.

     OC 2:  Comparison-Contrast with database sources.
                 This essay must compare and/or contrast two subjects in support of a Thesis    
                 Statement.
     OC 3:  Argument/Persuasion with database sources.  
                 This essay must argue for one side of a debatable topic.
Late Out-of-Class Essays:  Late papers are unacceptable!  If you have an emergency, e-mail me at least 24 hours in advance of the due date.  I will discuss arrangements for accepting the paper.  No exceptions!  You must e-mail me in advance if an emergency interferes with turning in a paper.  I do not accept “computer” excuses!

In-Class Essays:  In-class essays are scheduled periodically throughout the semester.  Essentially, these essays provide practice for the Final Exam and will be graded using final exam criteria.  These essays must be written in Blue Books which can be purchased in the bookstore.

Missed In-Class Essays:  Missed In-Class essays can be made up IF the student e-mails me one week in advance after the absence to make arrangements for make up.  No e-mail-No makeup!  In addition, students can not wait to make arrangements.  In-class essays must be made up within one week of the absence.  
Computer-Based Learning Activity:  To demonstrate competence with the basic use of computers, a formal computer-based learning activity will be assigned.  For this course, the following assignments, assessments, and grade protocols have been established.  Out-of-Class Essays 2 and 3 will require students to research topics on various database sources.  Assessment will be based on the effective use and presentation of source material.  Bibliography and documentation style will be MLA 8th which is described in
 the supplement to the Handbook for Writers.
Attendance:  Regular attendance is required for successful completion of ENC 1101.  After 2 absences (class meets 1 time per week) (3 absences for a class that meets 2 times per week), I will warn students of excessive potential absences. Note:  Students may be withdrawn on the 3rd or 4th absence unless make up class time has been arranged with me.  Absences from class are never excuses for incomplete work.  Furthermore, absences from class are not excuses for doing assignments improperly.  It is the students’ responsibility to obtain notes from other students.  The student is, also, responsible for contacting the instructor via e-mail to arrange for missed work BEFORE the next meeting.  The syllabus is not always an accurate indication of assignments.  Changes can be made orally in class or by e-mail.  NOTE:  Withdrawal from class can affect financial aid and/or visa status.
Classroom Etiquette:  Students are expected to arrive prepared and ON TIME in order to participate fully in assignments and discussion.  Students are expected to bring textbooks, syllabus, and writing materials to each class.  Students will NOT be allowed to enter the classroom more than 5 minutes late!!  Students arriving 6 minutes or more late will not be permitted to enter or stay for class!!  Any student who leaves before dismissal will be charged with an absence unless prior arrangements have been made.  ALL cell phones, beepers, and pagers must be turned off or switched to silent BEFORE class starts.  Multitasking is never appropriate in any class.
Academic Honesty:  Plagiarism is claiming as your own a paper that in whole or in part was prepared by someone other than yourself.  Improper paraphrasing constitutes plagiarism, regardless of intent.  Any essay that contains a plagiarized passage, no matter how small, will be failed.  “Accidental” plagiarism is just as serious as any other type.

Gordon Rule:  To satisfy state requirements, students are required to complete multiple writing assignments and achieve a grade of C or higher.  Students are required to demonstrate college-level writing skills.
