III.
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Prerequisites:  DEH 1020, DES 1020L. Co-requisites: DEH 1003L, DES 1800, and DES 1800L.  This course is designed to provide the student with knowledge of the basic principles of instrumentation, instrument design and instrumentation skills necessary to perform in subsequent clinical dental hygiene courses.  Also introduces the concept of oral health and disease with the emphasis on preventive dentistry through the use of plaque control methods and caries preventive agents.  An introduction to basic computer usage including case studies and Internet access is incorporated in the lectures and multiple class activities.
