CLASSROOM POLICIES:

Attendance



I understand that for each assigned clinic time (the hours of 9-12, 1-4, 8-12, or 1-5) that I miss with an unexcused absence I will lose 0.5 (one-half) point from the total points earned for the first two (2) scheduled times in clinic.  After that one (1) point will be deducted from the total for each unexcused absence from a clinic (3-4 hour period).  Students are required to be present the entire length of each clinical session.

An EXCUSED absence may be made up to meet minimum course requirements at the instructor's and program's discretion.
