Lab Details
 In ENC0027, classroom instruction is supplemented with lab activities which offer individualized instruction and opportunities for intensive skill-building practice.  The physical lab (the Communications Center in 5-155) is both a computer lab and a writing center.  In this Student Support Center, students may work on their writing assignments, drill particular problem areas of English grammar, and get assistance from composition instructors and Sr. Instructional Assistants.  

The amount of time which a student spends in the lab will vary, depending primarily on individual progress in demonstrating competence with the rules of standard written English and on individual needs for the services and computers available in the lab.  Generally speaking, the lab is the best place for students to complete most of their out-of-class work.   The lab assignments assigned are mandatory.  Not having an at home computer is not an excuse for not completing the lab assignments by the required dates.  

Attendance Policy
Regular, on-time attendance is required of all students at Valencia College; therefore, students who are not able to attend class or to be on time may be officially withdrawn from the course.  If a student incurs two absences, he or she may receive an “excessive absence” notification via Atlas email, and the student may be withdrawn from the course in the case of a third absence.  Students who arrive late or leave early without the instructor’s prior approval will be considered absent from that class meeting, but students are given a 5 minute grace period for arriving late or leaving early.  
Class absences cannot be made up; however, students are responsible for any work that they  missed as a result of the absence.  Assignments that were due on the date of the absence will not be accepted unless the student called or e-mailed the professor before the class begins on the date of the absence! On the date of the student’s return, he/she must have not only the absentee assignment(s) (if student called/emailed) but also the homework that was assigned to be turned in at the returning class meeting; the “I was absent” and/or “I didn’t know the assignment” excuses are not an acceptable replacement for the work due, and this work will not be accepted late.
Classroom Protocol
A classroom is a space in which the distracting behaviors of one or two students can have a negative impact on the entire learning environment; therefore, you are expected to minimize distractions by incorporating the Peace and Justice Institute (PJI) Principles of How We Treat Each Other as outlined on the Valencia College website PJI page.  You are required to show up to the next class meeting with a printed version of these principles.  
Format of Writing Assignments

Essays written out of class should be typed as instructed by the professor.  When given an essay and asked to do so, you may be required to go to the writing lab for an instructor to assist you before the work will be accepted by the professor. In this case, it is your responsibility to set an appointment and the instructor will provide proof to your professor of your attendance. 
Plagiarism

Academic honesty requires that all written work submitted by the student must actually be the student’s own work.  No credit (a zero, not an “F”) will be given for any written assignment which is found to have been authored by anyone other than the student whose name appears at the top of the paper. Further action may be taken beyond a “0,” depending on the degree of academic dishonesty.
