Essay Extra Credit ENC 1101 or 1102 & LIT1000

Extra credit on essays may be earned by attending a Valencia-sponsored live presentation, performance, or speaker outside of regular classes. These include (but are not limited to) plays in the PAC or Blackbox Theatres, poetry readings, and scientific discussions, but do not include events such film screenings unless there is a live speaker associated with the film. You will be expected to write a short review of the event using MLA writing rules.  Local Orlando theatre and events at UCF or Rollins may count if you discuss them with the instructor before you write the essay. You may turn this assignment in any time up to and including the final exam date. This assignment is optional. 
Length – One MLA-formatted typed page (approximately)
Write a short review of an event you attended. Include a brief summary of the event (what and who and where). Then include information on one of the following:

A. Your reasons for attending (not just extra credit and not something required for another class). This should include what you hoped to learn and how well your expectations were met.

B. Your preconceived ideas about what the event would entail. This should include both those preconceived ideas and how those ideas were met, exceeded, or failed by the presentation.
C. A thematic discussion of the event. What was the main theme? What was used to convey and support that theme? How well was the event tailored for an audience of college students and/or personnel? 

D. A critical review of the event. This should include a discussion of the type of event and what the standards for such an event are. For example, a play should connect you with the characters and give you a sense that you are looking into the lives of the characters. A scientific presentation should take into account the background of those in the audience and define and defend ideas at the proper level. A poetry reading should include a discussion of the poetry as well as the audience’s reaction to it. 

Credit: 1-5 pts.

5 –Work answers the question clearly and concisely. Grammar is clear. Ideas are developed and supported. A unique view is presented.

4–Work answers the question. Grammar has few problems. Ideas are clearly presented, if not completely supported. 

3–Work has grammatical and/or organizational difficulties. Ideas are presented, but not developed or supported. 

2–Work is hard to follow because of grammar issues. 

1– Work is grammatically problematic. Work is so vague as to be about any event. 

0– Work does not answer the question asked.

Paper Guidelines
· You must be able to prove that you attended the event to earn any credit. Save an image of your ticket, photo/photos of yourself at the event with the date, or other proof of your attendance at the event/site of your choice.  Please submit this proof along with your paper.
· The events must be current. For example, you cannot write about your experience at a poetry slam that you attended a year ago or an author reading you went to in high school. In other words, you must attend an event this current semester only!
· You are welcome to take a draft of this essay to the Writing Center for assistance.
· This is one opportunity for one essay only. There is no rewrite.
