Paper Self-Analysis Composition and Literature 
· Who is my audience? What is the audience’s knowledge and interest level?

· What is my thesis? Is it clear? Is it logical? Is it something arguable and worth arguing?

· Does my introduction set up the paper that follows? Do I define terms as necessary?

· Are my paragraphs in clear order? Are there clear transitions within and between them?

· Have I used in-text citations for quotes and paraphrases? Are my in-text citations correct? 

· Have I provided examples or illustrations, as appropriate?

· Does the conclusion follow from what came before? Does it tie back to the introduction?

· Is my diction clear? Is my diction audience appropriate? Is my diction consistent?

· Have I reviewed punctuation, especially commas? Are there comma splices?

· Did I edit the paper for grammar: agreement, verb tense, word forms, etc.?

· Did I proofread the essay for spelling, missing words, awkward constructions, etc.?

· Are my quotes integrated into the essay? Are they used as support and not argument?

· Is my Works Cited page written correctly, according to Atlas and/or Purdue?

· Have I made sure the essay is in MLA OR APA (as required by the assignment) format? Have I checked cosmetics?

· If this a second draft, do I have all my marked drafts to hand in with it?

Additional MLA OR APA (as required by the assignment) Review:

1. Have I followed the formatting for in-text citations?

a. Do my in-text citations match up with the margin of the Works Cited page?

b. Have I provided italics or quotation marks, as appropriate?

c. Have I included line or page numbers where appropriate?

2. Have I followed the formatting for the Works Cited page?

a. Have I used hanging indents correctly?

b. Is the page alphabetized correctly?

c. Have I provided italics or quotation marks, as appropriate?

d. Am I using the formatting from the Valencia Atlas site or the Purdue OWL?

e. Is the page double-spaced and numbered sequentially?

Example Reminders

Titles of long works (magazines, databases, newspapers, entire websites): ITALICS

Titles of short works (articles, page on a website, episode of television show, poem): QUOTATION MARKS

Form Reminders

“Quotation” (Citation) Punctuation   
NOT “Quotation Punctuation” (Citation)  
NOT “Quotation (Citation) Punctuation”

Or Paraphrase (Citation) Punctuation because paraphrases also need citations.
