Types of Rhetoric: The Art of Argument/Writing/Persuasion
Ethos: Appeal to authority and credibility. Is the writer/writing trustworthy? 

Pathos: Appeal to emotion, identity, and self-interest/interest.

Logos: The use (or attempt thereof) of logical argument strategies. 

Types of Writing:  These are the Aims and Modes of Writing

Narration: Telling, as a story
Comparison: A discussion of similarities and differences
Definition: What is a thing (basically) is
Description: Sensory information (as the five senses)
Process: The How and Why of Recipe
Expression: Emotions and Opinions
Analysis: Breaking it down
Persuasion: Argument to belief and acceptance
Information: Data
Evaluation: Judging based on standards
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
