Thesis Statements Handout
Remember, thesis statements:

· are not simply statements of fact.

· don’t announce their subjects without taking a stand. 

· are not the title of the essay.

· are grammatically correct and logically sound.
· are limited rather than multi-focused.

· are not discussions of authorial intent nor are they discussions of the essay itself.
Working in groups of two, please examine these statements. Please try to decide if each statement is (I) logically flawed, (II) asking for more than a short paper can do, (III) a straightforward statement of fact, (IV) grammatically flawed, or (V) acceptable. Be prepared to provide a reason for your group’s decision. Keep in mind that some of these statements might be logically flawed in more than one way or might be problematic in more than one way. If you decide that the problem is a logical flaw, please be specific about which one (or more) of the problems that the potential thesis has. Hint: Do not expect too many to be acceptable.
Review of (Some) Logical Flaws:

a. Circular Reasoning: A is true because of B, and B is true because of A.

b. Begging the Question: Stating something that needs definition and/or clarity.

c. Ad Hominem: Attacking the arguer rather than the argument.

d. Faulty Generalization: Inappropriately generalizing from insufficient cases.

e. Either/Or: Inappropriately limiting the choice of outcomes/options.

f. Confusing Causation with Correlation: Related does not equal cause or effect.

g. Faulty Analogy: Non-parallel, and therefore confusing, comparisons.

h. Post Hoc: Coincidence does not equal cause or effect.

i. Faulty Premise: Do not claim a single cause for a complicated issue.
