Course Description: 

This course introduces the use of the International Classification of Diseases, Procedural Coding System. Hospitals use this coding system for coding inpatient procedures.  This course will also review the various medical coding systems used for reimbursement of healthcare services and focus primarily on the International Classification of Diseases (ICD) and Current Procedural Terminology (CPT) coding systems utilized by hospitals, clinics, and physicians offices. Various reimbursement methodologies, including Diagnosis Related Groups (DRGs), Ambulatory Payment Classification Groups (APCs), and Resource-Based Relative Value Scale (RBRVS) addressed.

Discussion

For Discussion activities, submit an initial posting early in the week, no later than Wednesday. This posting should offer a specific, original, and thoughtful response to the discussion topic. Responses to classmates' initial posts should offer something significant to the conversation by either extending or adding to the original post's argument, analysis, or position or offering an alternative point of view, analysis, or position. In this course, Safe Assign monitors students' written work.
