The text Janson’s History of Art, volume I, reissued eighth edition by Penelope J. E.
Davies, Walter B. Denny, Frima Fox Hofrichter, Joseph Jacobs, Ann M. Roberts, and
David L. Simon is required for this course.

Prerequisite:
Minimum grade of C in ENC1101 or ENC 1101H or IDH 1110.

Gordon Rule:

Gordon Rule course in which the student is required to demonstrate college-level writing
skills through multiple assignments. Minimum grade of C required if used to satisfy
Gordon Rule requirement.

Course Description:

This course is an integrated study of the main developments of the visual art forms from
the 15th century to the present. World art will be integrated into the content. Social,
political, economical, ecological, technological, theological, historical, and philosophical
concepts and how they influenced art will be discussed.

Course Objectives:

1. Introduce students to a historical examination of art concentrating on painting,
drawing, sculpture, architecture, and other visual art forms.

2. Introduce the principles of visual communication and visual literacy.

3. Examine the function of art, the perception of art, and the historical effect of
religion, technology and other developments in art.

4. Evaluate art by viewing, making verbal and written comments and reactions, as
well as the thought processes related to making judgments about art.

Expected Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:



1. Identify and appreciate the various themes and developments in the visual arts

from the Early Renaissance period through the 21st century.

Study works of art through visual analysis.

Critique a work of art by applying the elements and principles of design.

4. Study the classification of art through place of origin, sequence, chronology, and

historical significance.

Examine the relationship of art, history, and culture.

6. Develop an appreciation of the visual arts and architecture produced by different
cultures.

7. Employ research and writing skills to successfully satisfy writing requirements.
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This course seeks to reinforce the following Valencia Student Competencies:

Quizzes:

Students are required to complete 18 multiple choice quizzes. Every quiz will include 15
questions. You will be awarded 2 points per each correct answer. Each quiz is worth 30
points. No late quizzes will be accepted!

Essay assignments:

Students are required to complete 7 short answer assignments using Microsoft Word.
Each assignment will include 2 questions (20 points each question — 40 points per
assignment). Students will be awarded full credit if correct and clarifying answers are
provided on all of the assigned questions. All provided answers must be based on the
assigned textbook reading and must include references to the presented artworks within
the chapters. Additional guidelines are presented in the modules that include essay
assignments. No late assignments will be accepted!

Local Visual Culture Research:

This assignment will include a combination of field and bibliographic research to be
summarized in a 4-6 page (a minimum of 2000 words) paper written in APA style. A
separate handout and the assessment rubric for this assignment are provided in the
module for Local Visual Culture Research. No late research papers will be accepted!

Discussions:

A successful student in online education is one who takes an active role in the learning
process. You are, therefore, encouraged to participate in the discussion area to enhance
your learning experience. The assessment rubric and additional guidelines are provided



for each discussion in this course. The information can be found in modules that include
discussions.
